COMMISSIONERS MEETING January 18, 2011


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 18th day of January, 2011 with the following members present Clark Sheets, John Walker, and Sandy Ogle.

 MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Sandy Ogle.

MINUTES: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the minutes for the January 13th meeting. Vote: Sheets, yea, Walker, yea, Ogle, yea.

COUNTY RESIDENT- BILL KAEPPNER : County Resident Bill Kaeppner asked the Commissioners if they had received the Regional Committee Letter and he was told that they had received the letter.

BOARD OF ELECTIONS-SUE WALLACE: Board of Elections Director, Sue Wallace spoke to Commissioners about the eliminating the old punch card voting machines, computers and other miscellaneous items that may be disposed for much needed storage room. John asked if any of the items could be sold. Sue stated that the Historical Society may want some of the items and some of the metal items might be able to be sold. Sandy stated that the items should be sorted and sold. Sue said she would contact the IT Dept. to get the hard drives of the computers erased before anything is done with the computers.
