HAPCAP-CHARLA KINNEER: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to authorize President Sandy Ogle to sign the Housing Semi-Annual Program Income Report presented by Charla Kinneer from HAPCAP.
 Vote: Sheets, yea, Walker, yea, Ogle, yea.

SENATOR BROWNS’ OFFICE-DANIELLE NAMETH: Danielle Nameth Regional Representative for Senator Brown visited the Commissioners to offer support with Federal Government issues such as grant information and different Federal Government Programs and ask the Commissioners if the county had any upcoming projects. John stated at the near future a sewer project would be started at Murray City. Danielle asked if the County applied for any grants for that project and that Misty Casto from Buckeye Hills could help with finding the right grants.  Clark stated that he had an upcoming meeting with Buckeye Hills and planned to talk with Misty. Danielle asked if there was money coming in from the County sewer to help with the impending cost of Murray City’s sewer issue. John informed Danielle of the excessive delinquent sewer bills from the County residents that have county sewer. Danielle stated that there is no Federal funding for low income residents. Clark stated the one of the problems in the area was the high unemployment; Danielle said that many rural areas are having the same issues and asked if any new industries are possibly interested in the Energy Institute. She also inquired about the brickyard and if there were any hopes in that site. John stated no future insight for the brickyard other than the Fairgrounds using it and possibly the County Engineer.

LOAD LIMIT PERMIT-OHIO OIL GATHERING CORP: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve and sign at Load Limit Permit for Ohio Oil Gathering Corp. to exceed the February 1, 2011 to April 30, 2011, 50% legal load reductions as stated in the January 27, 2011 resolution, but not to exceed the load limits specified in Section 5577.07 of the Ohio Revised code. This permit may be terminated at any time by the Commissioners. Vote: Sheets, yea, Walker, yea, Ogle, yea.

SENATOR BROWNS’ OFFICE-DANIELLE NAMETH: Discussion continues with Danielle Nameth, Senator Brown Representative: Danielle stated that the Federal budget is smaller and there are no specific appropriations to help where the State is making cuts leaving many projects out in the cold. Jeff Hunter from the Auditors office asked about support/funding for the Agriculture Weights and Measures in Ohio as there is no fuel quality testing programs for inspectors in Ohio. Danielle said she would raise this concern with their Agricultural alee. She suggested that the community voices concerns for certain programs and to inform their Representatives. Clark spoke to Danielle regarding the Solid Waste District and the problems the County is facing with the Recycling Center. County Resident Bill Keappner stated that the EPA is mandating guidelines that don’t work because of the cost factor. It costs the County Residents more to recycle than to use the landfill. Danielle said the EPA is concerned with the environment and not so much about the cost to the community, which the EPA’s focus is on the environment.

PERFECTION GROUP: Rick Anderson from Perfection Group spoke to the Commissioners regarding an energy conservation program that would be a no cost program for the county facilities. Once the county facilities are upgraded the savings from the utility bills would pay for the cost of the upgrades over time. Sandy said the Commissioners need to talk about it and would get back with Perfection Group and would like to have some past references. Rick said he would get the references and send them to the Commissioners.

COUNTY RESIDENT CHUCK ROOP: County resident Chuck Roop spoke to the Commissioners regarding the Washington Street sewer issue and inquired when the project would begin. Clark stated that he was going to a Buckeye Hills meeting on Friday, February 8th and would be speaking to Misty Casto regarding this issue. Sandy said the project is to start this spring.
EQUITABLE SHARING AGREEMENT AND CERTIFICATION: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to authorize President Sandy Ogle to sign the Equitable Sharing Agreement and Certification for the Sheriff’s Office.

DISCUSSION: Sandy said that Mr. Webb from the Tree Commission is willing to plant trees in front of the Courthouse and the flag pole needs moved in front of the Courthouse. John asked what size are the trees, and Clark wanted to know what kind of trees. Sandy said she would contact Mr. Webb and ask him to come to a meeting to give more clarification.

SWEEPERS-NANCY POWERS: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the purchasing of two sweepers as requested by Cleaning Supervisor Nancy Powers.
