The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 12th day of April, 2011 with the following members present Clark Sheets, John Walker and Sandy Ogle.

DISCUSSION: Sandy stated that Maintenance Supervisor Chris Gompf had received requests from Judge Wallace for another prisoner transport parking spot and Prosecutor Fetherolf to place designated parking signs for her employees. Chris had also requested a no outlet sign to be placed between the courthouse and the old sheriffs building. John stated that only elected officials have designated parking signs not county employees. Clark said that a “no outlet” sign would likely not be effective. Chris was called for clarification and he stated that there is a problem with people driving through the old sheriff’s parking lot and down the sidewalk beside the courthouse.
