The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 28th day of June, 2011 with the following members present Clark Sheets, and Sandy Ogle.

MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Sandy Ogle.

ADJOURNMENT: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to adjourn the June 23, 2011 meeting.

MINUTES: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the minutes for the June 23, 2011 meeting.

BILL ACTION: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the Jobs & Family Services bills dated June 23, 2011 totaling $39,194.81.

COUNTY RESIDENT – TERRY MCKELVIE: County resident Terry McKelvie spoke to the commissioners regarding ODOT’S ideas for the 664/33 exchange. Terry asked the Commissioners to contact ODOT and schedule a public meeting to discuss the 664/33 exchange. Sandy stated she would contact ODOT.

SHSC – DIRECTOR MARJORIE MOORE:  SHSC Director Marjorie Moore spoke to the Commissioners regarding the Public Transit needing a van. She commented that the Senior Center has two vans that are only used for in county area use. The vans are too old and undependable for long trips and the Public Transit is in need of a van. Per Tansky Motors the 1998 van has over 200,000 miles on it and is worth about $2,000.00 and the 2000 van has over 160,000 miles on it and is worth approximately $2,500.00.  Roger Stiverson from Public Transit spoke to the Commissioners and requested that the 1998 van be donated to Public Transit as they provide transportation to many county residents. Director Marjorie Moore stated that she had no problem with donating the van; however the vans are in the Commissioners names and they would have to donate the van. She advised the Commissioners that she will need a new van in the beginning of 2012.
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to donate the 1998 van to the Public Transit providing the Prosecutor’s agreement.

Lance Repp from Public Transit spoke to the Commissioners regarding Go Bus, stating that over 15, 000 people use Go bus as an outside county use transit.

BOARD 317 – ROGER STIVERSON: Roger Stiverson from the 317 Board in formed the Commissioners that the 317 Board had passed an attentive budget and are now waiting on the State to pass their budget. And the 317 would be placing a replacement levy on the ballot this fall.
