B&C RALPH ANDERSON: Ralph Anderson spoke to the Commissioners concerning the ongoing issue of radio interference surrounding the Calico Ridge tower. Commissioner Sheets asked if the problem was any closer to being fixed. Ralph said no and stated it was an outside dilemma not an internal problem. Commissioners Sheets asked if other communities are having the same issue and Ralph stated that Athens is having the same problem. Commissioner Sheets stated that First Responders need to be able to communicate and at times it is impossible. Commissioners Ogle asked if the issue could be caused by hackers. Ralph stated yes, but personally doesn’t believe so. Commissioner Sheets asked if changing the band would help, Ralph said no because your system is already set on a narrow band, but you can change your band but the issue may reoccur. However, you could change the channel such as sharing the channel with EMS as they were years ago. County resident Ed Smith asked if it mostly happens at night and Ralph stated yes. Ralph said that they have had this issue since 2009 and it is not equipment related it is in the air. Commissioner Sheets asked if it would be possible for him to come to the Fire Association meeting on August 25th and explain the problem and Ralph said he would.
