JIM SKEELS – RETIRING OSU EXTENSION OFFICE: Jim Skeels informed the Commissioners that he would be retiring from the OSU Cooperative Extension office. 

GREG ANDREWS – HAPCAP: Greg Andrews from HAPCAP informed the Commissioners that the county did not receive the 2011CHIP grant. The grant is based upon a point system and the county missed the grade by 2.4 points. The county may apply for the 2012 CHIP Application as the process will begin in January. 

WENDY HANNA – HEALTH DEPARTMENT: Wendy Hanna from the Hocking County Health Department spoke to the Commissioner regarding the WPCLF /EPA Repair-Replace failed septic systems. The county has been approved $160,000.00 up to ten septic systems. The contract bids for the septic systems will go through the Commissioners. Wendy also stated that the program will be successful and the county can reapply for 2012.
 Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the Health Department to apply for residential septic repair and replacement for eligible residents through the EPA for the year 2012.

JUDGE WALLACE: Judge Wallace from the Common Pleas Court presented a letter to the Commissioners regarding additional funds of $2,500.00 needed for an expert evaluation of Defendant Sandra Inman. Judge Wallace explained that the first evaluation is paid for by the State; however Sandra Inman’s Attorney Bill Henderson has requested a seconded evaluation as to whether Ms. Inman is competent to stand trial which would have to be paid by the county. Commissioner Walker stated that he felt it wasn’t right that the county tax payers should have to pay for a seconded evaluation. Commissioner Sheets asked if Attorney Henderson does not like the outcome of the seconded evaluation can he request third evaluation. Judge Wallace stated no; the State will only pay for the initial evaluation. He also stated that Bill Henderson had requested $5,000.00 for the evaluation, but he felt that $2,500.00 was sufficient for the evaluation.
