GREG ANDREWS- GLENN CRIPPEN – HAPCAP: Greg Andrews from HAPCAP spoke to the Commissioners about a family who received assistance for private home rehabilitation over the amount of $36, 000.00 through Hocking County with funds provided through Ohio Department of Development. Greg stated that the family’s sewer system had failed four months after the work was completed and they had sent a complaint to the Ohio Better Business Bureau. Greg stated that the County Health Department had inspected the system and deemed it operational at the time the rehab was furnished. Greg also said that the Health Department has a program in place to replace the sewer system and the family is on the list; but the family has given a deadline of November 25, 2011 and said they will contact the TV media-Six on Your Side to complain. Clark asked if they were getting a new system and who would be paying for that system.  Greg stated it would be through the EPA program a grant through the Health Department. Greg continued to say that some minor work was done on the system as a new aerator motor was installed incorrectly costing $1,100.00 but had nothing to do with the systems failing. Sandy stated the system will be fixed but not on their time and Greg said yes. Greg continued saying there is a mortgage statement held by the county on the amount of money spent, we feel that it is prudent that the amount of   $1,100.00 be removed from their mortgage. Greg requested that a resolution be made to amend their mortgage of the            $1,110.00. Clark stated the work was actually done, why do we need to amend their mortgage. Greg stated that it is his feeling and also recommended by Doug Stanley not to burden the family with the $1,100.00 since that work was done incorrectly. Clark stated that the sewer system could have gone bad in two days after they received those services and now they are going to get other services that will cost $3,500.00 for a new septic that will be a minimal cost to them, where do you stop? Sandy stated your saying the work was done wrong, it was negligence on your part. Greg stated you could say that, the aerator did not improve or cause any issue. Greg said maybe we should table this. Sandy stated lets table this and see if the motor can be used in the new system.
Greg continued saying that the Neighborhood Revitalization grants for next years funding needs to be started and to strengthen those applications they will need to have five sources of funding to gain higher points to have a better chance of getting those grants.

Glenn Crippen from HAPCAP updated the Commissioners on the CDBG contracts, Glenn stated that the Murray City project is 60-70% completed but needed a change order for an extension for the Logan Sidewalk project because the contractor had not started the project as of yet. Glenn stated he had talked to the contractor and he stated that he had not started because he is waiting for the City of Logan to remove a small portion of concrete. Sandy stated that one extension has been made and questioned if they had used this contractor before and did they have problems with them before. Glenn stated no it’s not the first time we used this contractor and we’ve not had problems before; but they were making note of it and if necessary I plan to call a meeting on Monday with everyone involved and would like the Counties support in sending a certified letter stating that this is the last extension we’ll entertain an if it is not completed by December 12, 2011 we will pursue liquidated damages of a $100.00 per day and this is in the contract. Clark stated we already have given him one extension that’s more than fair. Sandy stated she did not see the need for another extension. Clark said to start the liquidated damages tomorrow. Clark also asked what does the engineer on the project say. Glenn stated the he says there is no excuse for the delay.
