The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 22nd day of November 2011with the following members present Clark Sheets, John Walker, and Sandy Ogle attending a Board of Revisions Meeting. 

MEETING; The meeting was called to order by Vice President John Walker.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner stated he had spoke to one of the trash haulers yesterday and invited them to the next Solid Waste District meeting to get a better understanding of the generation fees and withdraw their opposition.
BILL ACTION: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the Job & Family Services bills dated November 17, 2011 totaling $26,817.98.

 COPIER – KYLE WALKER: Municipal Court Judge Pauline O’Neill, Kyle Walker, Probate Ct. - Jean Crawford, Auditor Ken Wilson and Clerk of Courts Sharon Edwards continued talks over a copier package deal from Xerox Document Solutions. Kyle submitted the contracts to the Commissioners and informed them that the County Prosecutor had gone over the contracts and stated that she did not find anything of concern.  Judge O’Neill stated that with the changes on the contract and with the clarifications she too thought the contract was suitable. 

Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the purchasing of the copiers with Xerox Document Solutions.

Discussion: Sandy proposed that since everyone but Municipal Court has the money to purchase their own copier she would like to advance the money to the Municipal Court and when next years budget goes into effect they would pay the advance back to the county. Judge O’Neill commented that they have had this conversation before and there is no money to be budgeted for a copier. John stated that with all the work that has been done and with the current savings I move the motion should carry.

JASON BROWN – OHIO DEFERRED COMPENSATION: Jason Brown from Ohio Deferred Compensation spoke to the Commissioners regarding the Ohio Deferred Comp. retirement 47B program that is open to all employees and he would like to have a letter with the information sent to all the county employees showing it as another option as a retirement. Ken Wilson stated that he had met with Jason and the benefit program gives direct opportunities that can enhance the employee savings. Ken also said that this program is optional. John asked if the deduction would be taken directly from payroll and Ken stated that this is already set up in our payroll deduction system. Jason commented that all employees can opt in or out and any time and the completed forms should be sent to the Auditor’s office
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve a letter be sent to all employees with the information regarding the Ohio Deferred Compensation retirement program.

Ken continued to say that there are possibly two things causing this to happen; one that they are not appropriating enough funds or they are over utilizing the beds. Hocking County is not one of these counties. Another concern is that Fairfield County will be opening their facility which will give a loss to the Regional Jail.
