COUNTY RESIDENT MIKE NIHISER: County resident Mike Nihiser commented to the Commissioners that he had attended a Solid Waste policy meeting last fall and a representative from Columbus was down and told the board that there were a couple provisions that could be put in to the plan that if it was ratified there would not have to be any additional ratifications taken. Mike said that he had seen where the Commissioners were going to vote on this so he called Columbus and asked them if they had put anything in there. Mike said that one thing they told him is that the generation fee would go from $3.00 to $4.00 and there is a provision in there for a 20 year bond issue and he has no idea what that is going to cost us. And he doesn’t know how we would know because usually you don’t what the bond is going to cost until you get ready to sell the bonds and it’s based on the interest rate at that time. Mike stated not that he is against a plan but he would like to know what we’re voting on. Mike also asked if there is something about flow control and he doesn’t know where that is coming from. Sandy asked who he had spoken too. Mike stated he spoke to the head man and we reviewed the plan while I was on the phone. Sandy asked what department and Mike said the Solid Waste Department Division. John stated that on the $4.00 generation fee that he thinks there is a prevision that in so many years, after five years that it can be raised to that fee but it also can be lowered. John stated he doesn’t know anything about flow control. Resident Bill Kaeppner stated that at the last plan meeting it was brought up and how expensive it could be and it was not in the plan at this time. John said that most of those are in a county owed facility and not a private owned facility. Mike continued and asked about the 317 issue, Hocking County voted no on that and he was wondering what we could do to separate us from Athens County. Mike stated the he has not heard anything other than from the Board of Elections and he asked them if the citizens could circulate a petition and he was told no it was formed by the Commissioners and they have to modify or eliminated by the Commissioners. So it is back in your corner, the bond issue we are working under was passed ten years ago and the new one that just passed we will be for the next ten years costing five million dollars. Mike said that in Muskingum County if he understands correctly that if they vote no their county does not collect the taxes for that county, unlike we do here. Mike also stated if anything can be done it will have to come from the Commissioners.
BILL RINEHART- CIC: CIC Director Bill Rinehart introduced Paul Sindle, and his partners: Gonzalo Pozo, Brad Dawkins. Also attending were Gary Starner, Dennis Heebrink, Martin Irwin, Allan Johnson and Auditor Ken Wilson. 
Paul spoke to the Commissioners stating that his company is a logistic management company which works with contractors and subcontractors and presented the possibility of putting together a recycling center package based on what the county needs and wanted to know if the Commissioners would support. Sandy asked what kind of system would be put into place. Paul stated it would depend on how far you want to go with it; we can go as far as producing electricity depending upon your need. Gonzalo stated that most of the business would be conducted though the recycling end of things, first we need to know how much waste will be brought to the facility then we can implement a plan on which ever approach you would like to take. Clark asked what kind of generator they would be using. Gonzalo stated a combustion/biomass - 0 emissions. Sandy asked what the closest operation you have to here. Gonzalo stated Florida Clark asked if they had done any number research on what the county generates. Gonzalo stated not yet. Paul stated that they do not want to come in here and have the landfill owners feel like we re trying to steal over them or roll over them. Clark stated that they need to have meetings with them.  Gonzalo said he would like to know what the needs of the county are: we can’t approach them until we know what needs need to be met. John stated this is the first time I have heard about this, it has just been kind of dumped out here, there is a whole lot of things and questions need to be answered and we need to think about before I can make a decision. Sandy asked Bill if he contacted theses people or did they contact you. Bill stated they contacted him. Sandy then asked why they picked Hocking County and Paul stated that he had been looking at some other business interest in Hocking County for the last two years and I have a history with Mr. Rinehart looking at different options. Gonzalo said that with the economics of this country – the potential of a recycling plant is now. Sandy asked what is the least amount employees are you looking to hire. Paul stated that to start would be initially thirty within a private industry. Clark asked if they were looking into a two counties or just Hocking County. Paul said two counties. Brad stated that they are a facilitator to meet your needs. People are going to the greener footprint that is front of our entire nation and it is huge; and this county could be the initiative to other counties Paul stated they will talk to the landfill owners and come back another date. Sandy stated that we do not want to do anything that will hurt the private haulers. John stated that they should present this to the Solid Waste District. Clark added that the next meeting is this coming Monday at the Nelsonville Inn. Ken asked what facilities are you interested in using. Paul stated he found the ideal facility it is the old the Goodyear tire plant, we must have a rail and it has truck docks and it is in the industrial area.
