KATHRYN BENNINGTON-JANITOR: Janitor Kathy Bennington introduced Lisa Griffin from Office Mart. Kathy stated that she had done price comparison between the current supplier Clean Innovations and Office Mart and had found the quality of supplies to be better and cost less with Office Mart. Lisa stated that all dispensers would be supplied by Office Mart at no cost to the county and she would work with the county to keep cost down. Kathy stated she had tried numerous times to get a current pricing from Clean Innovations without prevail. Sandy stated she had nothing against using Office Mart but had to see if we were under contract with Clean Innovations. John asked if they would require a contract and Lisa stated she would like a one year agreement. John stated that the Dog Warden uses Clean Innovations for some supplies, and that they would have to check to see if the county is under contract and would let them know by Thursday.
