They say they dump a hundred thousand tons of trash a year at the landfill; so if the average family of four generates a ton and they have a hundred thousand customers that would cost them a quarter a month if it goes to a develop lot or becomes a flat fee it could cost each one of those families twenty, thirty, or forty dollars a month. The difference is the money they are paying is the cost of doing business just like paying another quarter for gasoline it comes from the customer not from them, and that’s the unfairness I see in everything they say, they are not going to have to pay a dime and they are passing it through. John stated that he appreciated the support from the three council members.
