SOLID WASTE PLAN – LETTER: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to present a letter to Mayor Irvin regarding the Solid Waste Plan to have the council to reconsider their vote.

Clark said if we are charging a fee for the facility, we got that listed in here and fees broken down, but it doesn’t have anything about a refund or if things are left in a mess. Sandy asked if the policy said they should pay a deposit. Clark said the policy doesn’t. Sandy stated that we need to put that in there. John said there definitely needs something in there and we need to rewrite this and every time the placed is leased and that it should be on paper and given to them. Sandy stated that when they give their deposit and after if everything is checked out they will get their deposit back, which brings ups another issue, a lady from the Humane Society wanted to know if we would wave that $40.00 fee each time and so when this goes into effect they will have to pay a deposit along with the fee. John said yes, we need to revisit that and reword it. Clark said that in the policy it states there is a broom and mop to be used. Sandy stated that in some places there is a check off list used. John said Clark can work on that and then we can approve it. Sandy stated she will contact the lady from the Humane Society and let her know the fees will not be waved. Clark said he will work on the changes to cut down on the problem.
