The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 6th day of March 2012 with the following member present Sandy Ogle, Clark Sheets, and John Walker.
MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

PUBLIC COMMENT: Jennifer Hiles from the Tea Party informed the Commissioners that the Tea Party supports the Senate Bill 290.
BILL ACTION: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clarks Sheets to approve the Job & Family service bills dated March 1, 2012 and totaling $14,539.02.  Vote: Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.

ED SMITH – FAIR BOARD: Ed Smith from the Hocking County Fair Board spoke to the Commissioners about the Rodeo that will be in July and that the Fair Board has voted to serve beer at the event only in a certain area. The beer would be served by Chuck Hopkins and the drinks would be a limited amount to each person. Sandy asked if was to generate money for the Fair board and Ed said yes. John stated that he had doubts and questions and needed to talk to the Prosecutor. Sandy asked how much of the money goes to the sponsor and how much will they make. Ed stated he did not know.
 SUSAN CLAY – 4-H LEADER: Susan Clay a Hocking County 4-H leader spoke to the Commissioners regarding the cleaning fee for the Youth Building. Susan asked when this problem started and that this was her 4-H groups first year using the building and has this been an ongoing problem. Sandy said she did not know anything until the people who clean came in and said at times it was left a mess. Clark said that it has been an on going problem. John stated that this has been going on for several years; that when it’s rented it is not cleaned properly. Then we get feed back that it was left a mess and then we have to send cleaning personnel down to clean and mop every time and we really don’t have that in our schedule, which is a couple times a week. If it becomes a daily thing it becomes quite expensive. Susan stated she understood that: but if she had to sign a sheet and agree to all the terms, and for 4-H groups the rental fee is waved but it says in there you can’t leave it a mess. Clark said that was the problem, there were people agreeing to that and some who did not clean up. Susan stated the problem she has is that why weren’t the people who were causing the problem contacted first before everyone gets punished for this problem. Clark said that before there was not a check and balance system in place and now there is. Susan asked if there is someone to check on evening and weekend rentals. Clark stated that Debbie Later from the Soil and Water District office volunteered to do the checking. John stated that it has been an ongoing problem over time and discovered it was time to do something. Clark stated that he is willing to do this for a while and monitor it and if there are no instances then we’ll wave the cleaning fee but for right now this is how we are going to go. Susan continued and stated that this is a hardship for her because she doesn’t require her group to do any fund raisers: so the $50.00 is coming out of her checkbook. Susan asked if she would get a check list. Clark stated when you pay your deposit you will get the check list on what needs to be done. John stated the deposit and rental is now done down there and not here so there is one stop. Clark said and when you come back you get your check back or you can leave your deposit for the year instead of going back each time. Susan said then I have to shell out $50.00 and I don’t get it back until the end of the year. Clark said if you want to do that it’s your discretion. Sandy stated that her check would be returned to her. Clark continued and stated when you return your key then your check will be returned to you. Susan stated that there is no appeal for this. John stated like Clark said we will try this and see how it goes and then we may revisit this.
