GLENN CRIPPEN – HAPCAP: Glenn Crippen from HAPCAP spoke to the Commissioners regarding the CDBG funds and stated that the City of Logan lost its status due to the 13% budget cuts, therefore would not have the additional funding for their projects and will have to complete for funding.  Glenn stated that there were three applicants, the Hocking County Sanitary Sewer District is requesting $9,800.00 for the Village of Rockbridge, City of Logan is requesting $28,000.00 for a sidewalk located at Ohio Ave. and the Scenic Hills Senior Center is requesting $85,000.00 for a 1300-square-foot addition to the center.  Glenn stated that the available money for the grant is $88,800.00 and the Commissioners can choose one or up to four projects, however there were only three applicants. Sandy requested that they make the decision on what applicants to choose on May 1, and John agreed.

Bill stated that he has to have a state license to work in homes and he feels that the county should implement that such persons should be licensed and obtain a county permit to work in resident homes and commercial. Bill continued to say that to obtain a license you have to carry insurance and attend classes yearly to update yourself on code changes. John stated he would contact Audie Wykle to look into this and do a follow up. Steve Blazer from SAM FM stated the problem is the county would have to have some kind of enforcement to follow through.
