Ken stated that the special dog tags have been ordered and it will be the courts that will determine if a dog is dangerous and then it will be required to have the special dog tag. 

Ken also commented on the refinancing of the old J&FS building and the renovation cost. Ken stated his is working with Dennis Schwally attorney bond council to get the request for bid ready to send out the formal requests. In that it will be saying to the financial institutions that we are looking for two quotes: 1) a quote for twenty year fixed. 2) their quote on a best twenty year term. Hopefully at Thursday’s meeting I will have the first draft prepared.
Clark asked about the vicious dog law, if a dog bites someone or destroys animals how it is classified, is there categories the judge will have to decide it is now a vicious dog. Ken stated there is previsions within the law that spell out these different events, once a dog is classified as vicious it will stay classified, it does not change from year to year. On the licensing part, the dog will have to have a vicious dog tag and a regular dog tag. Clark asked what is the price of a vicious dog tag. Ken said that annually it is $50.00 for that tag and another $12.00 for the regular tag, the dog will have to have both.
