Clark stated that emails should be sent to the county trustees regarding the grant for blighted properties. John stated that he would talk to HAPCAP about the best way to start the process. Clark said that the city will be using a portion of the grant.

Sandy said she had a letter ready to be sent to the elected officials in regards to the food drive for Smith Chapel and that she plans to go to the township meeting to ask for help and that there would be someone to pick up the donations on June29 between 10:00am and 4:00pm.  

John inquired where they are going to put the probation officers due to their contract; we are gong to have to make some kind of changes. Sandy said that they have another officer that she is not certain they have room for. John said maybe something can be done in the Halls building; we need to look into that. John asked Clark if he would get a hold of the Fire Chief and get a run through on the building before we make any changes.
