KEVIN LOUDIN – SEWER SUPERINTENDENT: Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin submitted to the commissioners a Sewer Shut-off Policy. John stated that this is the start of the process. Kevin stated that the policy consists of three forms: a Past Due Notice, a First Shut-off Notice and a Final Notice Before Shut-off. These would be sent to all delinquent sewer users. Sandy stated that once a sewer is turned off the Health Department may condemn the house. Kevin said he would check with the Health Department.
