LADONNA WOOD – COUNTY RESIDENT:  County resident Ladonna Wood updated the commissioners about the houses at the end of her driveway on Laurel Run Road. Ladonna stated that the one house has been taken care of and it is now gone. However, the other house has been condemned by the Health Department and the township trustees have no money to tear it down or clean it up. Ladonna continued stating that there is a problem of rats due to the garbage in the garage. Sandy asked what the trustees had told her. Ladonna stated they have no money. Sandy asked how much will it cost. Ladonna said she has no clue. Sandy suggested that she contact the prosecutor and the treasurer to see if they can come up with something because it is a unique situation. Clark stated that since the Health Department has condemned the property it will be the township trustee’s responsibility.

AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson gave an update to the commissioners on the financing and renovation project for the Hocking County Health Department. Ken said once the Health Department gives their final figure we will merge the note we have now with their quote and it will go on the request for proposal. Sandy asked how much he would expect the amount to be. Ken stated that the amount anticipated to barrow would be between $510,000.00 and $520,000.00 and the RFP would indicate two quotes, one as a fixed twenty year term and the other as a five year fixed then an adjustable rate change for another five years for a twenty year loan. Ken stated as an example if the rates were 5.25% the monthly payment would be $3,436.00 and for the year $41,239.00. Clark asked how long would be before they would close and be ready to move into. Ken stated may be mid to late June for the closing and late November to move into, potentially. Clark asked what is next, to ask the banks for proposals or get official word from the Health Department. Ken stated word from the Health Department stating what their dollar need is and will they be open to a twenty year term with a five year amortization of interest rate change. Clark said the Health Department should meet on the 14th of May. Ken stated that is their regular scheduled meeting. Clark stated if we have word from them than we can make a decision by Thursday, May 17, 2012 at 9:35am.
AUDITOR KEN WILSON-KAREN COTTRILL: Auditor Ken Wilson and Karen Cottrill from his office spoke to the commissioners regarding continuing using CompManagement as the county’s MCO.
