GREGG ANDREWS-HAPCAP: Gregg Andrews from HAPCAP presented to the Commissioners the Moving Ohio Forward Grant Application and to name Hocking County as the lead entity for the amount of $157,755.00. Gregg said that the Commissioners have solicited information from other entities from within the county and HAPCAP has averaged that each property demolition at $10,000.00 and that 10 to 15 units will be able to be taken down. Sandy asked how they chose Hocking County as the lead county for the grant. Clark stated this is our own grant they are the administrator for us. Gregg stated all three counties submitted. John stated that our agreement is that we split half with the city; I think we need a resolution to name Hocking County as the lead entity in the Moving Ohio Forward Grant. 

Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to sign the Application for Moving Ohio Forward Grant Funds.

Treasure Diane Sargent asked if she heard right that our appropriated is being divided in half into the county entity and half with the city. John stated that prior we had agreed that half would go to the county and half would go to the city. Diane said she had never heard that part before. Sandy stated that happened when it first started, it was mutual agreement that what money we got we would share it with the city. Clark stated that Martin (Mayor Irvine) had came to the Commissioners and wanted to partner with them because if they did it, the county could not participate in it. John said it was a mutual agreement. Mayor Irvine said that they have five properties that need to be taken care of. Diane said that her concern to begin with was the treasurers were in lead where this went to start with, were they not. Gregg stated that the treasures were to certify this. Diane stated she’s glad she was notified of this, when we have so many county properties. I was not included in that and I thought we  were going as a full county, I knew the city had turned in recommendations at one of the meetings but I guess I didn’t realize it was already mutual agreed upon between the county and the city that they can get half. I knew you turned it over to HAPCAP for the admin to take care of everything, but I didn’t realize there had been a mutual agreement. Sandy stated that at the first meeting when it was discussed and you weren’t here. I didn’t know you would be involved, I did not understand that until you informed us that you had to sign off on it. So what happened prior to you coming down here was mutually agreed on that if the county got the money they would partner with the city. Gregg said that she would be certifying the county and they had not collected all the data yet, but it would be ready by Friday’s deadline. Diane stated that she received an email and now the date is July 2nd.

MAINTENANCE POSITION: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to hire Roy Grinner Joy as the non-supervisor full time maintenance position at $16.25 per hour starting July 9, 2012.

DISCUSSION:  Sandy stated that this is a county position and it should be posted if you’re going to spend $30,000 plus a year, I think as tax payers’ money, everyone who wanted to bid on the job should have had the opportunity. Has Mr. Joy turned in a resume’ it appears that Mr. Joy was asked to take the job. So I will vote no, he seems like a very nice man, seems qualified to do the job so I’m voting against it because I think the job should have been posted. John said his comments are that they were hoping to get someone on board before now because we are backed up against the wall and we need someone in that maintenance position. Sandy stated she understands that but Mr. Cooke resigned two weeks ago today and if we would have made a call even a week ago Tuesday to Jobs & Family Service we could have been interviewing and hiring someone by today.   Clark said not necessarily, we would have a week or more to get applicants to come in and scheduled people it’s no different than all the other offices hiring someone off the street they don’t publicize or post they have a position. Sandy said you can have you own opinion, I think it should have been posted. I feel that when we hired Mr. Cooke that we did that wrong, but I didn’t realize that at the time when we promoted him he was already working for us, but as I look back now I feel I made a mistake by not having it posted. I am not going to make the same mistake twice.  Vote: Ogle, nay, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.

DISCUSSION: Clark stated there was a bill, Sandy do you know anything about that? Sandy stated yes, it was when I had a background check to work with the young people through the court.
