ROBERT SOWERS – MEALS ON WHEELS: Robert Sowers from Village Catering-Meals on Wheels spoke to the Commissioners stating that they deliver to approximately 85 people -400 meals a day to Hocking County and would like to participate with the tax levy because they need funding. Sandy asked if they prepare and deliver the meals. Robert said yes. Sandy asked how many employees they have. Robert said they have 45. John asked how many are from Hocking County and Robert stated none. Robert said they deliver 5 days a week. Clark asked where they got their main source of income. Robert stated that they get it from Passport, that they pay $6.00 per meal. Sandy asked what does it cost you per meal. Robert said $6.20 and they are guided by Passport. John said they would look into this. Robert said they have serviced the area for twelve years and go as far as the Fairfield County line and they are in a competitive business. John stated again that they will look into it and he could call back on Friday.
