DANIEL SMITH-TRACY GALWAY: Daniel Smith from Adult Parole and Tracy Galway director of the Food Bank spoke to the Commissioners regarding renting office space for the Parole Officers at the Food Bank. Daniel said that they would pay for the phone line, furniture and office equipment because this space is not a County owned facility. John asked if there would be space to lock your records. Daniel said yes, with the 586 square foot space it is adequate for our needs and can make that work. Tracey said that with the 586 square foot space gives them more lead way they would have a shared break room and conference area at $11.00 a square foot. John said out of these the 586 sq. foot is what you want. Daniel said yes it would be preferable, and the letter I just gave you explains we have an offender’s services network staff that will come to the office and see offenders which puts us out of our offices. So the additional space for a conference area would help but I understand everybody is strapped for cash. Sandy asked Daniel if he had seen what else there was offered right here a block down the street for $700.00 a month. Daniel said they had looked at the Chamber of Commerce that Corby Leach had offered asking $12.25 a square foot, we looked at the Blosser Building one time and it was rather expensive, but the $700.00 space I’m not familiar with. Sandy said its right down the alley from here, where the credit union used to be adjacent to the old Sears building. Daniel asked if it included the utilities for the $700.00. John said he didn’t think so, that what they probably need to do is get a solid quote on that and get with Mr. Hawk and let Daniel look at it and try to get back to you next Thursday. Tracy said the other thing is we would like to partner with community service and the food bank to do some training programs and having their officers in the building there would be more supervision. Daniel stated that it is important to partner with other agencies to get that one on one interaction. John said bringing this up puts a different perspective on this, let us get this other quote then we will get with you probably by Thursday.

GENERAL FUND MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker. Auditor Ken Wilson gave the county quarterly budget report stating that we have had some additional revenue that the county has been getting through Job and Family Services annual operations due to the merger with Vinton and Ross Counties.  The other thing that has happened at the end of July but won’t show till August is the casino revenue. There are two casinos opened in Ohio and at the end of June and the disbursement by law is suppose to happen 30 days after the cut off date by using the end of the quarter as the cutoff date. Ken stated that the county received their first check August 1st and will show in our August revenue as $26,000.00 this will be a moving target. Columbus casino is supposed to come on line in October; the Cincinnati casino is suppose to be up and running in March or April. The State actually produced a printout of estimates for counties so they can do some budgeting; already we have seen a marked decrease of revenues that have been generated in the first two months and where we are right now. The Commissioners will have to make a guesstimate when we look at 2013. Commissioner Ogle asked the money from J&FS and casino money that goes into the general fund and can be used for anything; it’s not earmarked for any certain thing. Ken stated yes, unless the Commissioners choose, some counties are taking their casino money and saying the engineers is getting it or all the departments or permanent improvements, it is a Board of Commissioner’s decision. County Treasurer Diane Sargent asked with the Jobs and Family now this will be the last year we will get that reimbursement correct. Ken said yes. Ken stated all in all the Hocking County General Fund compared to other counties is pretty good. Ken also stated that to expect more cuts in Local Government Fund because of the State is not paying in as it did in 2007 because of the reallocation of Local Government.
