WENDY DILLINGHAM-CEBCO: Wendy Dillingham from CEBCO gave the second quarter report. Wendy also discussed open enrollment and setting those dates. Wendy stated those who want to enroll a family member would have to present a marriage license for a spouse and birth certificates for children under the new regulations. John stated that the enrollment period would be October 22 thru November 22, 2012. 
PAMELA BURNS-COUNTY RESIDENT: County resident Pamela Burns spoke to the Commissioners regarding her issues of the dog pound. Pamela stated that she had spoken with the dog warden and his assistant and likes what they have done by increasing the adoption rate; but she does not support use of the gas chamber or the pit policy and that there is no pet finder web site or a Hocking County dog web site that shows what animals are available for adoption or helping dogs to get altered before they are adopted out. Sandy asked what she meant by getting altered before they are adopted out. Pamela stated spayed or neutered. John asked Dog Warden Don Kiger if they offer a discount when they are adopted out. Don said that they give a coupon of $20.00 for each adoption that can be used at any veterinarian. Sandy asked how much does it cost to have one done. Don said it is based on weight. John asked Don if they have a web site. Don said that he has a couple of volunteers that post dogs on the internet and they work with other rescue groups. Don stated he just had a girl from Iowa adopt a cattle dog; a lot of the dogs go to the east coast. Sandy asked how they find out about these adoptions. Don stated thru the internet. Pamela asked when they are adopted out does the money go to the rescues or does that money come back to you. Don said we don’t charge for adoptions that go out to rescues; sometimes they make donations. Sandy said that the person adopting the dog makes a donation to the rescue. Don stated there is no adoption fee on dogs going out of the county; that was a resolution made by Commissioner Starner. John stated that was to help raise the amount of adoptions. Pamela asked if they always make a donation. Don said no, we do not solicit donations and in the last six months they have had an 83% adoption rate. Don said that out of the 225 intakes they have had to only euthanize 41. Pamela asked out of the 83% does that just include those that were adopted through you or does that include other agencies. Don said that included adoptions, rescues or returned to owners. Don stated that he had spoken with Commissioner Walker and explained that when an owner turns in for euthanasia hurts the stats, when someone turns in a dog due to illness, temperament or age it should not hurt the stats but it does hurt the stats because it is a euthanasia statistic, we talked about stopping owner requests euthanasia. Pamela asked what is the rate that you euthanize for over population compared to those that are requested. Don stated as far as the over population euthanasia are very low but he did not want to misspeak and give a false number but he believes that a high percentage of dogs that have to be euthanized are un- adoptable liability, sick  or injured. Pamela asked for the ones that are sick or injured do you use the gas chamber as well. Don stated that that is the only method we have.  Pamela asked doesn’t the American Veterinarian Association say the sick or older dogs you should not use gas chambers. Don said he is not familiar with the American Veterinarian procedures but he goes by the Ohio Revised Code and what the State recommends. John said he thinks the dog kennel and Don puts out every effort they can to get dogs adopted. Pamela stated the she feels Don has done a wonderful job and they are good at their job and they are good at what they do, but there are certain things she doesn’t agree with and she knows others don’t as well. Sandy asked what changes do you think should be done? Pamela said she thinks they should use EBI, it’s considered more humane and pit-bulls should be sent to adoption agencies or send to a rehabilitation sanctuary. Sandy asked how that would be funded. Pamela said through donation. Don said that a woman out on 180 tried that and there were a lot bites and issues and she had to throw in the towel.  Pamela asked if they be opposed to pit-bull adoption. Don said it would have to go to the prosecutor. Pamela asked if they would consider changing from using the gas chamber to injection euthanasia. Sandy asked if that was more expensive. Don said yes it is. John stated isn’t there added stress to the person administrating the injection. Don stated yes, when he went through the Humane Society EBC the instructor advised the average career stay of those using euthanasia by injection was three years because of post traumatic stress disorder.  Don also stated that he had done a cost analysis and it cost less by using the EBC and it’s a faster and less stressful way. John thanked Pamela for coming in and talking to them and Don.
