HOCKING COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY:  John read a letter from the Hocking County Historical Society requesting a yearly allocation of funds from the county with the new money coming in from the gambling revenue. John stated that the request be put in the budget file.
 DIANE SARGENT-TREASURER: Treasurer Diane Sargent spoke to the Commissioners regarding getting a credit card system from Lexis Nexus for the Treasury Department. Diane stated the she and Mark Stout have been working with them and Mark feels he can work with this company, he will be setting up the web part of the system with our data system. Diane said by doing that she would need an appropriation of $2,250.00 so she can pay Mark for the web setup. Diane explained that by doing this it will allow her to accept payment by credit card and debit card and online payments and this service could be extended to other departments of the county as long they are underneath our data/server system. Clark asked if other departments use a credit card system. Diane stated that Judge Moses and they work thru Hension and they are satisfied with their system, they charge for every credit card payment they take. Sandy asked what would be the fee. Diane stated that for debit is would be a $3.95 flat convenience fee from the consumer and for credit it would be 3.9%. Clark asked if someone had to pay a $1,000.00 in taxes they would have to pay this fee on top of that of $3.95. Diane said the consumer has to agree to that fee before the payment will go through. Clark asked if she had talked to the courts about their system. Diane said that one is actually through the courts. Mark said theirs is a standard payment as well and he thinks theirs is a .39 cent plus a 2% per transaction as well that is charged to the costumer. John asked if she had talked to any of the other counties that have used this system. Diane said she had been working with other companies and could get their system to work with our data software. John said we will talk to Ken Wilson, and asked Diane if she had talked to Ken. Diane said yes. Clark asked how soon do you want this up and running. Diane stated she would like to have it up before the first half in February. Mark stated it would take 40 to 50 hours of his time, 3 to 4 weeks. Clark asked if it was a cost savings to her office or just a convenience to the customer. Diane said she had so many people who want to pay by debit or credit and online and it could be a cost saving to me on a degree because I may not have to do a lot of delinquent mailings. John asked Diane if she thinks she may have an increased payment of taxes. Diane said that from the other counties they have had an increase. Diane asked the Commissioners to consider it and to get back to her.
