MAYSVILLE-WILLIAMS/GREENDALE-ALLEY VACATE HEARING: A public hearing to vacate alleys T-456 and T-458 was held at 11:00am October 25, 2012 with the following present: Danielle Lehman, Yancy Lehman, Debra Lehman, Regional Planner Audie Wykle, Commissioners John Walker, Sandy Ogle, Clark Sheets and Commissioner’s Clerk Peggi Warthman. Commissioner Walker stated that upon the public road petition of Yancy and Debra Lehman for the vacation of the remainder of alleys T-456 and T-458 which are in Hocking County, Green Township. John stated the viewing was held last week. John said they have a letter from Frank Nelson from the Mapping Department recommending that alley T-458 not be vacated due to the fact; the existing driveway appears to be partly within the right of way of T-458 and suggested that alley T-456 can be vacated as petitioned. Danielle Lehman questioned the reasoning for not closing the T-458 is because the alley is over in the driveway. Audie explained that right now this is public right of way which allows anyone to use that portion and that’s why Frank is saying the alley should not be vacated. Yancy stated that the neighbor wants it to be closed. Debra said that they signed the petition. John said the concern is if someone else buys it down the road and may find out this driveway is on the adjoining property could create a problem. Danielle asked because the Lemons own the section behind that property the people who drive on it are driving on their property. Audie stated that he believes there is an easement on that strip of property. Yancy stated that there are several people driving up there and tearing the road up. Sandy asked what do they do drive up there turn around and come back down. Yancy said they just run their cars back and forth. Audie stated the remedy he sees to this is an easement be recorded that would give Boyd and Lemon that is in the back the right to use it once it’s vacated and you can make that contingent upon an easement and it have it recorded. Sandy asked if that easement will go from one sale to the next. Audie stated yes, but to do an easement you need to get it surveyed. Clark said if we take action today we could close T-456 and close T-458 contingent with the understanding that an easement is granted between you and the other property owners for a right of way, Clark asked Yancy if he would be agreeable to that. Yancy asked what do you mean by other property owners. Clark stated Boyd, Lemon and you because once that alley is vacated it goes back to you. Audie is saying that land will go back to you, they are using part of it right now and you would have to grant an easement across the corner of your property if it is vacated. John stated a survey would have to be done. Audie said a survey would have to be done and an easement prepared by an attorney and filed. Clark asked if Yancy would be willing to give an easement once that alley is vacated. Yancy asked who would do this. Audie said you or all the land owners would have to hire a surveyor and an attorney. 
Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to vacate alley T-456 today and make a contingency to vacate alley T-458 once the survey is done and an agreement right of way easement is recorded if it is done within a years time, if not it will stand as an alley.
