PAMELA BURNS-OSPA-ASPCA: County Resident Pamela Burns spoke to the Commissioners asking if they considered her request to change from using the gas chambers to EBI and allowing pit bulls be adopted out to rescue groups. Clark stated yes they had looked into it and they are going to stand with the current policy due to the liability. Lori Kays from Rushville stated that she has a 501C which takes the liability from the county. Clark said they were staying with the recommendation from the Prosecutor. Pamela asked if the prosecutor could make a waiver form that would release the county from any liability. Clark stated that we are going with the recommendation from our prosecutor and that is what she has advised. John said that is what we are going to follow or stay with at the present time. Will Turner from the OSPCA said that the pit bull law has changed and they are no longer marked as a vicious animal. John stated that we are following the recommendation from the dog warden it is the same policy that we have had on dog issues.  Mary Marsh from the Pet Orphanage asked if she would have to ask the prosecutor for the opinion in writing about liability. John said yes check with her.  Lori asked who deems the dogs as pit bulls because there are dogs that are identified incorrectly. Clark said the dog warden that classifies them and he has 9 years of experience. Will asked if they had liabilities in the past with pit bulls being adopted out. Clark said we have not adopted out any pit bulls.  Ruthann Tressle from Logan stated that from what she understands that pit bulls are put down as soon as they come in. Pamela stated that she wanted to dispute that fact. Don said that this year he had taken in 15 pit bulls, 11 has been returned to owner and 4 has been put down after a weeks period of no claim on those. Lori asked were those 4 pit bulls put down because of aggression. Amy Beougher a volunteer at the shelter stated that she has seen aggression in pit bulls at that have been in, one in fact when you approached his kennel, you just knew better, I have attempted because Don has let me to reach out to reputable pit bull rescues, we cannot do anything if they do not respond, I cannot get pit bull rescues to step up and say yes let us take the dog. John said we relay upon our dog warden and his experience and knowledge and we back him 100%. Lori asked if they would be allowed to go to a rescue of multiple breeds. Don stated that the prosecutor said she would not recommend that, that we should stay with the current policy. Don sated he has reached out to different rescues and they would like you to do a temperament test and unless they are family friendly they will not take them. Amy said that she has reached out to all breed rescues and not a lot of them will take in pit bulls and she had been doing this for over 15 years. Attorney John Bell representing the OSPC asked for someone specific from the prosecutor’s office that he could talk to regarding this information. John said it would be the prosecutor herself. Don stated the CDC stated that the last three years 58 Americans citizens were killed by pit bulls, the next is rottweiler, even though they are declared by law as dangerous and vicious anymore they still have that reputation, and I think the prosecutor takes that we don’t want to get rapped up into that statistic. Ruthann stated that Don is a fabulous dog warden, he has done a wonderful job and his adoption rate is great but we need to address the situation of gassing the dogs. Clark stated that they had Don do some research and being a small county none of the general fund goes into the Dog & Kennel Funds, it’s all about license and tags and fines that’s how he supports his office and staff, we cannot afford to change our policy without the means to do it. Ruthann asked if it could be put on a ballot. Clark said if a volunteer of a group want to get a petition to do that, that’s your prerogative. Ruthann asked why the dog warden is not funded by the general fund. Clark said we are a small county and we do not have the tax base or industry that the larger counties have population wise.  Don stated that all counties have to be self sufficient to operate. Vickie Deisner from the ASPCA read a statement asking the Commissioners to provide the most humane death possible for animals when euthanasia is necessary. Vickie stated that the ASPCA would like to offer assistance in helping make the transition to euthanasisa by injection and would offer assistance in the form of information, grant, technical assistance and training. Sandy said she seen where they are a voice for animal welfare, we have a serious problem in Hocking County with coyotes. They are killing baby calves and sheep is there anything your organization can do to help. Vickie stated she would be glad to talk with Sandy later. John thanked everyone for their concerns and comments.
