ENGINEER WILLIAM SHAW: County Engineer William Shaw spoke to the Commissioners regarding the speed reduction to Haydenville Road. William said that with the history of that road and the new by-pass the reduction needs to be considered, however it is not the Engineer or the Commissioners that make that decision but ODOT and they are the only advocate that can reduce the speed period. But the steps are that the Commissioners pass a resolution, and then there is a request for review sent to ODOT with a speed study. William stated that he had contacted ODOT 5-6 weeks ago to look at the reduction and still had not heard from ODOT and he had asked Maggie Berry to bring a letter to the Commissioners requesting the speed reduction. I did not review the letter or communicate to her what section should have been included, Haydenville is 1.92 miles long, the platted area we are talking about to reduce is .78 which begins at Purdum and ends at the third or fourth house past the post office. County resident Don Thompson asked the Commissioners if they knew that it wasn’t the 1.92 miles that they were voting on. William stated it doesn’t say that in the resolution, Clark said he was out of town and Sandy stated she was here. Don asked if she realized how many miles or the distance. William said the mistake was in the resolution. Sandy stated it would have not affected her vote. . William stated there has been a miscommunication and he has not personally received one phone call regarding the speed reduction and he finds that disappointing. Maggie from the Engineer’s office explained the formula that they use to determine the need for speed reduction. William stated he expects the traffic to double and after the road opens. Sandy asked Don why he is objecting to the reduction. Don stated he was not objecting yet he was on the fence. Maggie stated they follow the criteria set before them by ODOT, by their rules and criteria. Clark stated the bottom line is I wouldn’t want my child or any child to get hit, but we cannot rescind the motion until John gets back. William said or they can amend the resolution. Clark said that after it opens he believes the traffic will be greater.
