COMMISSIONERS MEETING November 27, 2012


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 27th day of November with the following members present Sandy Ogle, Clark Sheets, and John Walker.
MEETING:  The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.

MINUTES: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the minutes for the November 20, 2012 meeting.

BILL ACTION: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Job & Family service bills dated November 20, 2012 totaling the amount of $146,701.40.

HAPCAP-GLENN CRIPPEN: Glenn Crippen from HAPCAP introduced their newest addition to HAPCAP, Jessie Powers. Glenn also presented a change order for the Scenic Hill Senior Center parking lot project, stating it needed additional gravel to elevate the parking lot for sufficient drainage that would increase the amount to $31,595.38.

Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the change order #1 for the City of Logan Senior Center, contract B-F-11-1BH-1.

HOUSING REVOLVING LOAN – CDBG: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to authorized President John Walker to sign the Housing Revolving Loan Fund Administration Agreement renewal effective January 1, 2013 though December 31, 2014 between the Ohio Department of Development and Hocking County.

GENERAL CLAY LEASE/PURCHASE AGREEMENT: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve a lease to purchase agreement between the CIC and Hocking County for a portion of the former General Clay property in the amount of  6.5671 acres on the east side boarding Homer Ave. and the railroad tracks for development purposes.

AARON MILLER LOGAN CHIEF OF POLICE LETTER: John read a letter that was received from Aaron Miller Chief of Police that requested a friendly warning be sent to the Courthouse employees regarding using the sidewalks on the eastside of the Courthouse as a driveway. John stated a memo needs to be sent to the employees.
DISCUSSION:  John stated that they received a letter from AEP regarding the Haydenville lift station’s account saying we may not be on the most cost effective rate. John said he would talk to Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin. Clark said that Palmer Energy should be contacted.


PALMER ENERGY RFP: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve a contract with Dayton Power and Light for the counties third party supplier for 18 months.

DISCUSSION:  John said that they have a quote from the Sheriff’s Department for an upgrade for the recording system, security camera, and installation for the courthouse in the amount of $2,375.96. John also commented that a yearly resolution will be needed for those employees who elect not to take the county health insurance to pay a yearly sum.
AREA ON AGING TITLE III AGREEMENT: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by Sandy Ogle to authorize President John Walker to sign the Area Agency on Aging 2013 Title III agreement

Vote: Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.

DISCUSSION:  Clark stated that there will be a South Eastern Regional Jail Finance meeting tomorrow and with the bed revenue down they will have to use the carry over. Clark said that there is no new money coming in for capital improvements and many counties are struggling to pay their monthly bill. Clark continued saying that the estimates for replacing the roof was higher than the engineer’s estimate and they will have to get by-by patching the roof. Clark clarified that the jail is 20 years old and there are a lot of things they have had to take out of the capital improvement. Sandy said the only revenue they have coming in is the extra beds from the other counties. 
Sandy asked if a decision had been made about the 24th of December. John said he still did not have the answer on that because the Auditor is out this week and he would talk to him on Monday.
Sandy said she will be talking to Children Services regarding their storage in the Halls building and will they need it after they move, and we need to talk about what we are going to do with that building, would it be possible to move the Board of Elections and the Veterans over there, and then the Probation Officers from the second floor which is Municipal Court to come over here that would leave those offices free for the Adult Probation people and we still will have extra room over to the Children Services building. John said he didn’t know that they will have to look at it and see. Sandy said if we do that it would give the Adult Parole time to get their phone lines hooked up. John stated that he is not sure what Municipal wants to do, I think he has requested some of the space. Clark asked if it was enough space for all his offices. Sandy said she had asked him and he seems to think it will work. Clark said we need a definite yes or no. Sandy stated she would talk to Judge Moses.
