NICOLE MORRIS – HAPCAP: Nicole Morris presented to the Commissioners a change order for the Village of Murray City Water Facility Improvement project, stating that the water lines in Murray City are between 40 and 60 years old and we are installing new meter pits and replacing service lines when necessary that would increase the amount to $30,581.00

RYAN BERRY–EMA DIRECTOR: Ryan Berry EMA Director said after the Connecticut school shooting John Straus who is the emergency coordinator for the school system they have been talking and that he has been helping them with some possible grants and about ideas on how to safeguard the citizens. Ryan continued saying that he is going to talk to John today about some improvements in the school system and he just wants to do everything in his office they can do to help the county and the school board to insure that nothing like that happens here. Ryan also said that we will be obligated $2300.00 this year to the state and also another $2300.00 came back to the general fund. We were able to cut costs and some expenses to the point where we had about $5000.00 remaining towards the end of the year and I just couldn’t see spending money just to zero it out so I talked to Lori Hackadul and she said just to be obligated back to the state and then we sent your match back to the general fund. Ryan stated that Commissioner Sheets had asked him to look into the emergency water supply.  Ryan said he didn’t know if they needed to go into executive session to talk about the emergency water supply. Sandy said she didn’t think that is one of the things we can. Clark said for security reasons.

JUDGE MOSES:  Judge Moses stated that he was back to discuss his budget and there was some questions regarding to where his money goes and he would like the Commissioners to know and to point out statutes on the second page of his response. He stated that his court brought in $807,000.00 through November, of that money $441,000.00 sent out to other agencies, county fund, general fund and that all the money out of his court $259,000.00 stays and he cannot use all of that for funding; some of it goes in special projects fund. He continued that they do not get to keep any fund that goes to state agency; we do not keep any fines. In all reality this is what he walked into and it has come to his attention that there is budget carry over from other courts that have been sent back. Judge Moses stated he made a request for an increase because he struggles every month to make payroll and that request was denied without an explanation; it was just sent back. Judge Moses read to Commissioners the Ohio Revise Code 1901.36 Accommodations and needs of the court third paragraph. He stated the reason he brought this to their attention is not because he is mad over his budget. He said we are facing a storm coming and you guys need to be ready for it. Judge Moses stated that he had files in the old sheriff’s building and will need to make arrangements to have them moved. He continued saying the reason he came to the Commissioners is to request an increase in his budget  it was not because he wanted more money out of the county but he is trying to find a way to fund, to become paperless to get the files out of there, he stated he is planning ahead, there is not that amount of money in court and he didn’t think there’s an option regarding his budget based upon that statute. The Judge requested it to be put in writing why it was rejected and stated we can deal with that later. The Judge commented that he thinks there is a misconception that he gets to keep a lot of this money. Judge Moses stated that his employees are woefully under paid and it’s pitiful and it angers him everyday that he has people working for $9.00 dollars a hour and another court turns back $40,000.00 every year and none it can be transmitted to him and his budget is less than half of what the other courts do. Judge stated he increases the revenues 20 % and was not obligated to do that; and the reality of it is if he doesn’t get an increase he will have to pull that money back. The Judge requested that the Commissioners reconsider his budget.  
ROBERT SMITH-J&FS:  Robert Smith Director Ho Co. JFS informed the Commissioners that December 31, 2012  he will cease being the Director and there will no longer be a Hocking County J&FS department  John said you will be around a couple of weeks after that. Robert said 2 weeks. Tentatively my very last day will be January 18, 2013. Robert said that Jackie Stobbs will be moving into that new section where Children Services is going to be and Children Services will be moving the end of next week.
