TREASURER DIANE SARGENT: Treasurer Diane Sargent spoke to the Commissioners regarding her budget stating that she is with the understanding that there will be no increases in the budget. Sandy and John both stated that nothing had been approved. Diane said that she has been struggling to run her office and that she uses her DTAC to pay one of her employees and she brings revenue into the county. Sandy stated that she sees that she is requesting an additional $3,800.00 for salaries. Diane said yes, that she needs supplies and she doesn’t feel that she should have to take money from her DTAC to run her office. John stated that he understands they would have to look at the carryover, but right now it’s not a good forecast. Diane said the two Treasurers before her were very conservative and the computers were bought out of DTAC. Sandy asked if DTAC was a special fund. Diane stated yes and to use that fund it has to be related to delinquent taxes. Sandy asked if they increase the salary line item will that free up money for supplies. Diane said yes and she knows that the Commissioners have not made a final declaration but she feels every office that has requested an increase should talk to the Commissioners. Sandy looking at Diane’s budget stated that she had made a decrease in one line item but here is where you requested money for salaries. Prosecutor Laina Fetherolf stated that part of her employees salaries come from DTAC. Diane said that if you look at my budget 2/3 comes from the General Fund and 1/3 is out of DTAC to run her office efficiently and she wanted to voice it to the Commissioners. Clark said that he appreciated her and what she has done but she needed to understand their point too. Diane said that the Commissioners need to bring all the office holders down and talk to us. John thanked Diane and stated that we understand where you are coming from and she needed to understand where they were coming from. Diane thanked the Commissioners.

 DANIEL SMITH-ADULT PAROLE: Daniel Smith from Adult Parole spoke to the Commissioners regarding office space availability. Clark stated that no decision had been made yet and they should know by January 15th.

JUDGE MOSES: Judge Moses spoke to the Commissioners asking if they denied or granted his budget. Sandy said that nothing had been signed yet. The Judge asked why the court is treated with disparity. Auditor Ken Wilson said historically the courts were appropriated to get the same as others and that driven by law you can change what goes to special funds is his understanding. The Judge read from the Ohio Judicial Conference Budget Resource Handbook to explain the courts take on the courts funding. Judge Moses continued and stated that by law it is what he thinks is reasonable and that he has to move money around to do payroll that they are severely under funded and it doesn’t seem fair. The Judge said he wants to work together to get it done but if necessary he could have the Supreme Court come to mediate the issue. Sandy stated you would have someone come in to mediate. Judge Moses stated yes, they have massive problems here. Ken asked the Judge if he and Michelle would be willing to meet with him and Susan to go over the funds. Judge Moses stated he would. Clark asked if he would be willing to look over things after the first of the year. John stated that he felt that after the first of the year they may be able to work together.
