TREASURER DIANE SARGENT: Treasurer Diane Sargent thanked the Commissioners for having the courthouse open for the swearing in for her and 5 other officials that were sworn in that day so their families could attend. Diane continues saying that she heard that they did approve the budget and she heard that they would consider, but she did not know why they would wait till after the first of the year, she asked if they were waiting on the final revenue to come in. Clark stated it would be a better forecast if they waited for them to come in. Diane commented that she heard that in the minutes that they are maybe going to re-address the budget after the first of the year if anybody would need help and that was one thing I was going to ask today that should our offices need help, we could come back and ask for more appropriations. Diane stated the third thing she wanted to discuss was that she had talked at different times to counties about our Data Processing System we have here, a lot of counties have Data Processing Boards, I cannot give you an exact number but the County Commissioners can do a resolution and set up a Data Processing Board. Sandy asked what do they do. Diane presented a copy of the ORC and stated that it shows you can start a Data Processing Board and she thought it might be something they might want to look over and consider before the Reorganization Meeting in January. Sandy asked again what do they do. Diane stated right now our Data Processing is controlled by the Auditor so all the funding is done thru the Auditor and the Auditor controls what is done, with the Data Processing Board a board is actually set up and it is dictated on here who all would be on that board such as the Clerk of Courts, one of the Commissioners, the Recorder, the Treasurer, the Auditor,  two members of the Board of Elections of opposite politics, or any representatives can comprise the board, the board may also add any other officers. The Auditor will still serve as the secretary and still handle the funding, but what it does, it gives a centralized data processing unit that can be formed and the board decides the data changes within the county, and it reflects from that board that one office will get what they want so the other offices that do not have the funding for data process purposes, then this board would have the say so to buy the equipment for such offices, no equipment or anything could be processed except by the approval of the board. Sandy asked like when you needed the equipment for the credit card thing that would go through the board. Diane said instead of me coming and asking, the other way it could have been done is Ken Wilson could have asked for the additional appropriation, but they chose me to come down and ask. Sandy stated since it was for your office. Diane said yes, because they had no funding in Data to do it. But this is a board that can be set up and it will eliminate one person having full control over all data and the county uses. Diane stated that she thought it would be a good thing for the Commissioners to consider forming a Data Processing Board that would make things more even and centralized and get all the offices on the same programs. Sandy asked if she had talked to the Clerk of Courts. Diane said no, she had brought it up with Sandy Hunt and Mark Stout and he felt it could be a good program for the county. Sandy looking at the ORC said here it says he or she shall employ such persons as of necessary for the operations of the board and shall set compensations subject to the approval of the board, are talking about Mark and them up there? Diane said that would be her understanding. Sandy asked that where would it be funded from. Diane said actually the Data Processing has its own funding, now it would be just mandated more by a board instead of just by Ken. John said it comes from the General Fund. Diane said it is the same set up but under the recommendations of the board and she wanted to bring it up before the Reorganization Meeting and money wise it will not be anymore money per se’ and it will be an over all advantage for the county.
