COMMISSIONERS MEETING December 6, 2012


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 6th day of December 2012 with the following members present Sandy Ogle and John Walker. Clark Sheets is excused.
MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President John Walker.
MINUTES:  Sandy questioned the minutes regarding the courthouse being closed December 24, 2012 stating she thought it was a done deal already done. What you’re saying is that they don’t have to close if they don’t want too. John said it is their discretion, I mean outside of the courthouse, Bill Shaw, that’s what they said and you got the Sheriff’s Department. Sandy said well then according to that, I use Diane as an example she really doesn’t have to close her office. John said the courthouse is going to be closed; she is in the courthouse and is out of the general fund so basically it’s what we’re saying. Sandy said she is trying hard to get along with but she just doesn’t really understand it. John said I guess if she really doesn’t want to, that’s her discretion. Commissioner’s Clerk asked if she typed these wrong. Sandy stated that she didn’t hear it right, stating she didn’t hear the word discretion, that she thought the county was going to be closed, and she asked if it was the general fund people and John said no it’s the whole county. Sandy continued and stated she didn’t care, but she thought that wasn’t exactly what she heard, because when you put the word discretion in there that means if you want to close fine if you don’t, I understand 911, I understand Bill Shaw’s department, and if there is snow they are going to have to go out, but I didn’t hear the word discretion at the time that was made, I must have missed that. The clerk asked if the minutes should be amended. Sandy said she was just saying she didn’t hear it like that. John asked if she approved the minutes as read. Sandy stated that if she didn’t approve them they were at a stand still because no one else is here. Sandy said she would approve them as read, she just didn’t hear the word discretion in the motion.
Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the minutes for December 4, 2012.

AGENDA; Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the agenda with the addition of Treasurer Diane Sargent.   Vote: Ogle, yea, Walker, yea.
PUBLIC COMMENT: County resident Bill Kaeppner commented that last Tuesday he had asked about what it was going to cost the county to give everyone a paid holiday, now whether you say it’s their discretion or not, everyone is getting it as a paid holiday, so every office that is open and every employee that has to work that day, if it’s a paid holiday will be making double time. John said not necessarily. Bill continued saying if everybody gets paid that day I don’t see how you can say that only the folks here gets a paid holiday when you close the doors but because a guy has to work that day because he can’t get off, I think you are opening yourself to a real big a problem, every employee whose office is closed gets paid and everybody who has to work doesn’t get the same compensation that every other employee got, that’s one of the things I said that it’s costs $10,00.00 a day for payroll that for everyone that is working that could be a $15 or $18,000.00 a day payroll. I stopped in the Auditor’s Office and he is not in, but I think it would be a good idea to know what it would really cost. Sandy said she had asked John if he would find out. John said he had not talked to Ken. Bill said it would nice to know what is going to be your legal responsibility to all the offices that can’t close that day; when you declare a paid holiday for the offices that are going to be closed. John said that’s why it is to their discretion to what the outside offices do. Diane stated that she just got to read the full email about closing our offices and she couldn’t see just part of the word discretion, and wasn’t real sure if in the email it meant the discretion of me to close my office or if it was, I guess I misunderstood, I thought the courthouse was going to be closed and all the county, because I also had asked last night to have Peggi send me the legal advice you received from the CCAO which after I read it, it was an attorney’s opinion from the CCAO that it states in there that you have the right to give everybody another legal paid holiday if all bargaining and non bargaining agencies within the whole county are able to do that same thing and I did read the legal opinion as Bill Kaeppner brought up this payment that stated that these agencies have that in their bargaining unit that they pay at time and a half for holiday, those people do get paid if the county commissioners choose to close everything down and if anyone who has to work will get paid as long as their bargaining units allow them to do that, so that is in the CCAO legal opinion. John said that is where the legal opinion came from, it is nothing I sent, actually the memo came down and I looked at it and all three had signed it that we had read it. Diane said that part of the email got cut off at the word discretion when it got sent, and I was unsure of where the discretion fit in, whether it was my discretion or under your discretion, I wasn’t real sure. John said the discretion is under the department heads, I mean basically we are saying the courthouse is going to be closed and that outside departments it is up to their discretion as you say due to the unions and what have you they can work it out. Diane said so if I have to keep my office open than the county is going to, or I request my office to be open, the county will have to supply security to have it open. John said that’s one of the reasons we are closing the courthouse is due to the fact with courthouse closed we won’t have the electric and we won’t have the gas and will we not have to have the security and it will be a cost savings factor in that respect. Diane stated she was confused when she saw the heading of the email but then as I read clear down through the email I seen the Commissioners actually do have the authority if every agency  within  the county agrees or has it in their bargaining unit to do such. John stated correct. Diane continued that she misunderstood part of it, not seeing the full email she guessed. Sandy said if they had left it like it was to start with like it had been for years and years and years we wouldn’t be in this discussion. Diane said yes because her office she tends to, you know. Sandy said most offices give their employees the rest of the day off after the Christmas party anyway. Diane said yes. Sandy said so if they left it to each individual office like down at the Senior Center and those girls down there they get the 24th off but they have worked an event to get paid where other people are going to get paid and they didn’t have to work an event. Diane said it is because they have comp time or such built up. John said this has brought out a lot of issues where I can see in the future that there won’t be any closed days. Diane said I wasn’t going to back down, I heard about this coming about. John said it’s my opinion within the future that with everything that has happened I do not recommend closing again. Diane stated that it is only the 24th because that opinion came and questions were asked about New Years Eve day. John said it is only the 24th. Diane said okay. John said that was what is stated in the motion for only the 24th. Diane said she wanted to make it clear that is was for one day.

DISCUSSION: Sandy commented that The Board of Elections is requesting certain office space at the current Children Service Building.
PROSECUTOR MONTHLY REPORT: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the County Prosecutor’s Report for the month of November 2012.  Vote: Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.

RECESS: 10:00am
RECONVENE: 10:05am

HOCKING COUNTY PROSECUTOR: Hocking County Prosecutor Laina Fetherolf stated that her PERS line item is short and will need to transfer money into that line item.

DISCUSSION: Bill Kaeppner asked if the Commissioners were going to ask the Prosecutor the legality of having an extra paid day off. Prosecutor Fetherolf stated it was up to each individual office holder to determine how to pay their staff. Bill said he sees that but bargaining units say hey I’m part of the union over here and they’re getting paid for a day being closed  and why don’t  I get that money and get extra for working that day. The Prosecutor stated that we have never had that issue rise before, but everybody knows that just because you’re a county employee, my office, my employees are my employees, the Sheriff’s Department employees are their employees, so each individual office holder deals with issues with their own department, everybody knows it’s not going to be the same for the Prosecutor’s Office as say the Sheriff’s Department. Bill said that everybody knows that you’re getting a paid holiday at the courthouse. The Prosecutor stated it is not a paid holiday. Sandy stated I didn’t do it but that’s not right. Bill said it is a paid holiday. Sandy said and it’s county wide. John stated that the courthouse is closed and how does that read that it is the discretion of the offices. Sandy said that she wished she hadn’t approved the minutes for this reason, I bet if you go back and listen to that tape you’re not going to hear the word discretion. Bill said it said all county employees. John said he never saw such a fiasco trying to get people a day off. Sandy said it should have been just left up to every individual department to do as they wish. The Prosecutor said I think you have to do it that way because I don’t think you can dictate what we pay our office, that’s how it has to be done. John said I guess we should have run that by you, but it came down from the CCAO that they had researched. The Prosecutor stated all you have to do is close the courthouse; we have to determine how our employees get paid. Sandy stated what I said was this general fund people, and I think your response back to me was county. John said well we are closing the courthouse, I guess what I said, I don’t know what I said, that’s it’s the other offices to were notified or departments I mean you got Jobs and Family Services, you got Bill Shaw and. The prosecutor stated she has a budget meeting right now, but my inclination is you’re going to have to leave it up to each department because if you’re are going to pay people out of our budget we need to know it and what are you planning to do about New Years Eve whether we are gong to be open all day. John said it is going to be open. Prosecutor said all day. John said the motion was for only the 24th and for this year only. Sandy said she would like to rescind her motion to approve the minutes. The Prosecutor said you have to leave it to the individual offices how they pay their staff. Sandy said because she did not hear the word discretion. John said as I said I know one thing I will never approve closing the courthouse, because we have tried to be fair, we have this from the CCAO and that’s how this came up, so you want to rescind your motion. Sandy said yes, because I want to hear what it said in there. Clark stated he was not here. John said you want to rescind your motion as to. Sandy said I thought as I asked was this general fund you said no it was the whole county the word discretion I never heard. I’m not saying it’s not there, I didn’t hear it and I don’t care about the day off, do it every year. John said you rescind your motion. Sandy said I rescind my motion. Clark said in accepting the minutes. John stated just in accepting the minutes for December the 4th. Sandy said the reason I am doing that is because I did not hear that word. John said so do you want to go back and clarify that motion. Sandy said the only way to clarify is to listen to the minutes. John or do we want to go back to that motion that was made by Clark and seconded by me to close the courthouse and county facilities at their discretion. Sandy said I did not hear discretion. John so do we want to rescind that. Sandy said if you want to make the correction and take that out. John said rescind that motion and make a correction because it should be at the discretion of the departments. The clerk stated she took that assumption when she took the minutes. Sandy said to the clerk you took that assumption, it wasn’t in there? The clerk said she don’t know I didn’t listen to it, I wrote discretion of the departments at the time of the minutes. Clark said we are just rescinding her motion. Sandy said for the minutes is what I’m rescinding. John said okay in that case where do we go from there, should we rescind her motion to approve so that’s rescinded not to approve. So can we go ahead and have a new motion to approve the minutes as read with this motion with the courthouse closing December 24th, let’s see. The clerks stated she thought the best thing to do is rescinded then make a motion. John stated that’s what he is getting at, rescind that motion, and it basically has been rescinded. Sandy said she rescinded her motion. John so do we need to vote on that. Sandy said yes.  
DECEMBER 4TH MINUTES RESCINDED: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to rescind Sandy’s motion to approve the minutes for December 4, 2012.  Vote: Ogle, yea, Sheets, abstained, Walker, yea.

John stated now do we want to amend that. The clerk said that you will need to rescind the motion that is in the minutes and make a new motion if you want to put in discretion but she is not sure because if it is not on there, it’s what she wrote down. Sandy stated she didn’t hear it but when she asked John if this just included the general fund people he said no the whole county and I didn’t hear the word discretion. John said do you want it to say to accept it because it does says motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to close the courthouse and county facilities and is says at there discretion on December 24, 2012 and paid as recommended by the CCAO, probably what needs to be in that motion is at the offices discretion, department’s discretion. Sandy said let’s get back to the pay part. John said so where do you want to go. Clark said he did not hear them but he would approve them as he had read them over. Clark said it would just be a second. John said that that motion does say do we want to add to that county facility at their desecration the office facilities. Commissioners clerk said or just a memo to amend it. Clark said or just rescind the regular motion to approve the minutes as they were read and amend the original motion as it was made. Sandy said all you have to do is just strike out that one sentence in there that said the word discretion. Sandy said that is the only thing that I can remember that I am finding fault with as it was not said it was just voted upon that the courthouse would be closed and the county offices. I just did not hear the word discretion. John said what did you say Clark, what was your motion. Sandy said I am going to have to be excused. I’ll be right back.
