COMMISSIONERS MEETING January 15, 2013


The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 15th day of January, 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle, and Clark Sheets.
MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.

MINUTES: Minutes approved as read corrected for January 14, 2013 and January 10, 2013.
AGENDA: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to approve the Agenda.

LABORERS-EMPLOYERS COOPERATION AND EDUCATION TRUST: Adrian Harrison and Kevin Lewis from the Laborers –Employers Cooperation and Trust spoke to the Commissioners regarding contracting bids and a training for skilled laborers in central Ohio.
BILL KAEPPNER: County resident Bill Kaeppner spoke to the Commissioners regarding The Planning Commission. Bill asked Sandy several questions regarding if she was at a meeting where the Commissioners decided the changing of members and new members to the Board, Sandy stated only yesterday. Bill stated so then none of that happened at a public meeting. Bill next directed to Clark Sheets the Sunshine Laws regarding having private meetings and read from the Ohio Revised Code and stated that he was informed by a third party that he was no longer on the Board. Clark stated there was no private meeting. John also stated that there was no private meeting and that he had asked Clark if Larry Kinsley might be interested in the Planning Commission Board as a member at large because he thought it should be rotated as you have been on there nine years and Clark said yesterday that he had talked to Larry and he was interested and I said something to Sandy before the meeting yesterday that Clark had talked to Larry. Clark stated he talked to Larry in passing and there was no one else around, there had been no private meeting. John stated basically it was here in the meeting yesterday. Bill said a discussion was had that you wanted to change folks and I was getting it from other parties I shouldn’t be on there because I’m not for their zoning plan and you come in here and only one guy is removed. Clark said we’re thankful for what you have done, but it’s like John had said we’re trying to rotate because of people who have been on Boards forever so it won’t be like the good old boys staying on there. Bill said it looks like the bank and the CIC guys are a better match. John said I don’t think so, he is from that end of the county and Bruce is from out towards Laurelville so that brings in an opinion from both sides of the county and those two positions are the only ones the Commissioners have control over. Clark said  when Bruce’s time is up he will be termed out to get some new blood on there. Clark continued saying there is nothing against you and I appreciate what you have done, you are still on the Policy Committee for the Solid Waste. Sandy stated what she said was that if you are going to replace one you should replace both and that was her feeling on it. Bill stated that not being told up front that there was going to be a change, if I had not been called this would have been the first I heard about it. Clark said we are sorry we did not call you ahead of time and he had his apology. John said he appreciated the time he was at the meetings but he felt it was time to rotate things. Bill stated that he was disappointed.

PALMER ENERGY: Bill Bradish from Palmer Energy spoke to the Commissioners regarding the aggregation for Marion Township and that they sent an RFP out and Palmer Energy recommended Dayton Power Light. Clark asked if it was set on a 24 month term. Bill said yes, beginning in May and after the 24 months another RFP would be sent out. Marion Township Trustee Roger King asked when does the $75.00 opt out fee expire. Bill stated there is a free time to opt out in the beginning and then there is a $75.00 charge and after three years the term is up.
Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded John Walker under the recommendation of Palmer Energy to accept the  bid  with Dayton Power Light for the Marion Township Electric aggregate.

KEVIN LOUDIN-SEWER SUPERINTENDENT: Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin presented to the Commissioners the cost for delivering notices, installing shut-off valve and reconnections from Fairview Construction. Kevin discussed the steps that would be taken for the delinquent accounts and the fee the customer would have to pay to be reconnected. Sandy recommended that two notices be hand delivered before the third step –final notice. Clark asked when the first letter would go out. Kevin stated that a letter should be sent to all accounts that would explain the process by February or March, April would be the first disconnect notice. John stated that there would be 25 days after the first notice and it would likely be the first of May. Clark asked who and how would they pick the first person. Kevin said it could be done by lottery or the highest delinquency first. Auditor Ken Wilson stated that the IT Department can pick every 7th or 20th person or so by a report. Clark stated notices can go out January 25th with the billing cycle to all accounts. 

Kevin said he would like to have a meeting with Sands and Decker and a Commissioner to discuss grants. John said he would go.

AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson submitted the Finance Report Review Committee minutes.

DANIEL SMITH-ADULT PAROLE: Daniel Smith from Adult Parole asked for an update on office space. Clark stated that they were waiting on the IT Department to get started.
