SAFETY COORDINATOR MARJORIE DAVIS: Safety Coordinator Marjorie Davis spoke to the Commissioners stating that the Federal and State poster needs updated and the cost would be $18.50 a piece and would need 23. Clark stated that you do not have to have the big posters that you can have the 8X11 size to meet the requirements and be current. Marjorie stated that the Safety Council would be having a 10 hour Safety Construction Class at $50.00 and asked if Maintenance personnel Brian Wyskiver should attend. Clark stated it may be a good idea. Sandy asked Marjorie what she thought and Marjorie said she thought he should.

Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve that Maintenance Brian Wyskiver should attend the Safety Construction Class.

Marjorie continued and said she had attended a Click Meeting and an attorney from Downs & Fishel spoke regarding the social media and said that there should be policies in place. Clark stated that in the new Policy Handbook it would be addressed. Marjorie spoke about the driving policy and that there are new levels for employees that drive their own vehicles to meet the requirements. Clark stated that it would be addressed in the new handbook as well. Marjorie said that Lisa from BWC and her were working on grants for the EMS and Sewer Department. Clark asked what kind of grant and Marjorie stated for compliance based equipment. Marjorie stated that they need of one of the Commissioners to attend a Safety Council Meeting before June. Clark asked for a list of dates. Marjorie also inquired about who would be moving to the old Children Services Building. Sandy asked where she would like to go. Marjorie said she just needs a locked office. Clark stated it would be over to the old Columbia Gas building is what is proposed right now. Marjorie said then it’s not in stone yet. Clark said it is pretty much in stone just wait till you hear the day you are to start moving things then you will know for sure. Sandy said as far as she is concerned it is in stone.
AUDITOR KEN WILSON: Auditor Ken Wilson spoke to the Commissioners stating that the internet service contract would be up in March and they are sending out a RFP to service contractors. Ken also informed the Commissioners that the County’s web site will be updated. Mark Stout from the Data Department showed the Commissioners the updated web site and explained the new updates.
 DISCUSSION: Clark stated Gary Hunter attorney for the South Eastern Jail spoke to him regarding the labor contract and they seem to be at an impasse right now with the wages and healthcare.

Sandy said she would need to be excused from Tuesday’s meeting as she will be attending a 317 meeting and she also has a RAC meeting this Friday in Marietta. Sandy also said that she would be attending a HAPCAP meeting on Monday.
