DISCUSSION: John suggested that they should recess and move the meeting over to the old Children Services Building to look at the garage area with Brian from maintenance to discuss moving the Sewer Department office there. John also stated that the Clerk of Courts Sharon Edwards said the Hulls Building would be suitable for storage.

Sandy asked Clark about the ASWD meeting. Clark said it was a short condensed overview of what he had presented before.

John stated he had talked to the Green Township Trustee  Tim Blair and they are not interested in that little park area so it should be sent over to the Prosecutor and let her proceed on how we can transfer it back to the owners. 

John asked if they wanted to increase the coverage of the county liability insurance to 2 million that would cost 7 something. Clark said that’s a little steep and could they get a blanket policy. John said he didn’t know, he would check and see.
Sandy said that her trip to Columbus she did not know if it was successful or not but if you don’t go you know you won’t get anything but if you do go you know you tried. But everyone was there for the same reason they need more money. Clark asked what it was for and Sandy said it had to so with mental health and drugs, the 317 Board was there. I had a packet from the Sheriff’s Department with the goals of what we would like to do with the unit he is going to form. My purpose was to let the legislators know that we are doing our part to help but we still need more help down here with the drug problem. Clark asked who the meeting was with. Sandy said with the Senator Balderson and State Representative Hood’s Aide. 
REGIONAL PLANNER AUDIE WYKLE: Regional Planner Audie Wykle spoke to the Commissioners regarding the cost of moving his office to the old Children Services Building. Audie presented a break down of updating the Autocad Map Program and a new system. Audie stated his concern is that the old program has had compatibility problems in the past because it is an Autocad Map 2000 program and his department needs to be hard wired into the mapping department and using the program may or may not work. Audie stated that he had spoken to Wes from the Data Department to get prices on a program. It would be $3,618.86 a new tower would be $1,500 and $500 for the modem and switches. Audie said that John had asked him previously if this is something we are going to be facing anyway and to answer that it; is yes it is inevitable this year or next year. Clark said pay it now or pay it later. Audie stated said the guy Wes called said this is the price today, price increases come.  John said it will have to be done anyway. Sandy said it could be good for 2 or 3 years. Audie said he supposed it could. John said but you still won’t have this upgrade. Audie said what he fear is the printer may only last a couple years or go out tomorrow. Sandy asked what would go into his office when he moves. John said that has not been discussed, it could end up that the Prosecutor take it or we might move something around. Audie said from a convenience standpoint for attorneys and surveyors over there will be more convenient, however most situations the Planning Office is not in the Courthouse so to move us over there is not unusual but it will a little less convenient. Audie stated that as far as he’s concerned he’s okay. Sandy said that we are short on money and as far as she is concerned if you could just stay where you are now after these trials are over and we see how much money we got, that office is still over there, that’s my take on it. Audie said I’m not here to ask you guys to make a decision on it today. John stated he asked Audie to let them know what kind of cost it will be. Clark said the worst case scenario your equipment crashes how long will it take to get you back up and running. Audie said with in a week. John said it would be probably a couple months before things are ready for you to move over there. Clark said his thinking was to have them move over there and get you out of the Prosecutor’s Office so that people that go over there won’t over hear things. Audie stated that does happen. Clark said as far as equipment lets just set on it for awhile we have a general idea what it is going to cost. Sandy said that the Prosecutor likes having you over there. Audie said we have always got along and it’s been handy for me but you have that too with what Clark was saying. Sandy said I think that’s the reason why she likes having you there because there is someone over there beside just her and the girls. John said he thinks it would be more handicap accessible over there. Audie stated yes because people don’t realize that the ramps are out back over here. Sandy said maybe you should put a sign out there. Audie said that probably would not hurt. John stated it would be a month or 6 weeks to get it ready.
SPECIALTY CONCRETE-AL BOOKMAN: Al Bookman from Specialty Concrete spoke to the Commissioners regarding the handrails that he installed on the front of the Courthouse. Al stated that he was told that in the beginning that the rails would be like the Senior Center as they discussed. Sandy said that’s where she made her mistake because the railing there matches everything down there. Al said the rail cost $350.00 and he didn’t allow for additional cost. You say it clashes with the courthouse; I want you guys to be happy.  Clark said the thing is do we want just the one rail in the center or the two hand rails on the sides and we will pay for the material; we need to decide today. Brain from the maintenance stated that the thing he wanted to stress is the front entrance has the only set of double doors and for deliveries you will need to have a way to remove the center rail to get pieces of equipment in and out. John said the center rail might create more of a problem when you open the door, I would think having rails on the side would be that you could hold on to it as you pull open the door. Sandy said that she knows when Ralph goes up steps with his cane in his right hand and holds onto the rail with his left hand. Al stated that State code states that when you have an alcove you are not to put them on the side. Al said he had talked to the welding shop that made the ones on the east side and he will make exactly what you got over there but you are looking at money but I will put them in and take those out at no cost. John said it is his feeling that there should be two railings. Sandy stated she thinks it should go in the center. John said if you’re handicap you have the side door as it is the handicap entrance. Clark requested that they get a couple of prices on the handrails.

DISCUSSION: Sandy stated that the employees are parking out front in the public parking and she had a long time ago sent out an email to everybody in the courthouse that it is public parking out there and the there are only two spaces for handicap spaces. Clark said he thinks the sign out there says its public parking after certain hours. Sandy said but that’s not the ones out front. John said if you look back I think the front row is for public parking. Clark stated that the sign doesn’t say that. County resident Ms. Riggs stated that the sign when you first come in says employee parking and there are never handicap parking spaces in front of the parking lot available and the sign doesn’t say you can use that front row. Sandy said you can, the front signs says 2 hour parking the signs facing this way. Ms. Riggs stated she didn’t realize that as a public person. Clark asked Ms. Riggs what she meant she couldn’t get on the handicap. Ms. Riggs stated that usually I come in later in the day there are no handicap spaces and because it says no public parking I park down the street. Clark said he thought she meant she couldn’t use the side entrance. Ms. Riggs stated it is confusing on how the signs are set up I thought is was handicap parking for the employees. Sandy said the first row is for public parking but if you go out right now and look there are people who work here that are parking there all day, I see them get into their cars and go to lunch. Clark stated he has heard from the employee asking where they are supposed to park there is no parking. The Commissioner’s Clerk said that is because the public park in the employee parking area. Sandy said that there have been people who park in my spot and it says Commissioner on it. John said maybe we should make another one or two spots for handicap parking for the employees. Clark asked do we have any employee that qualifies as handicap. Sandy stated she knew of one. Clark said then maybe we need to make one or two just for employee handicap parking. John said he had noticed that this fall and I think we need to look into that. John suggests they table it until they look at the parking lot.
