EXIT EXECUTIVE SESSION: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to exit Executive Session at 11:46am with no action taken.    Roll Call: Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea, Walker, yea.
DISCUSSION: Clark asked Ryan what his position is. Ryan asked as far as. Clark stated that you just said a little bit ago you do not want to work in this environment. Ryan stated that the problem is, he could get another job waiting tables and make as much money; you just hired a janitor that makes $2.00 more than I do. But on the other hand I have 2-3 projects that is I left today that really would hurt the county that nobody else but me probably can finished, I would leave today if it wasn’t for those couple projects. Clark stated that he was sure we can get those projects done. Ryan stated okay well then. Clark said and if you think you know more then your pay is related to waiting tables you can wait tables if that is how you refer to your position here. Ryan said he was referring to his pay grade. Clark stated that is what he is saying your pay grade if you can better yourself waiting tables I think you should wait tables if that’s how you feel. John stated the janitor we have a maintenance person that has a lot of responsibility in that respect. Clark said at this time do I make a motion to accept your resignation or we are going to dismiss you for your misrepresentation based on your résumé’ that you presented to us when we first hired you. Ryan stated congratulations Mr. Sheets to you and your cronies. Clark asked if he had a seconded to the motion. John stated he felt that he didn’t have a good attitude on following up on the certificates. Ryan said he did it sir. John said and this BS in Political Science I took that to be a Bachelors degree. Sandy said she takes that when he came in here for the interview this is what he went to school for, he left school, that is what he was studying when he was in school. John said it shouldn’t have stated a major in Political Science that he was in Political Science so I took it to be. Sandy said it doesn’t say he graduated. Clark said no I’m not miserable I just don’t want you to go back over there and take it out on Sonja. Ryan said oh I would do that. Clark said like you haven’t (inaudible) Ryan stated we will see each other again. For the Record Clark left the meeting at 11:50AM. John said we need something in writing. Ryan said okay that’s fine. John said today. Sandy stated she thought he did a good job. Ryan said thank you and he was sorry. John said Ryan worked good on projects. Sandy stated she would not have resigned I would have made it come to a vote. John said when it comes down to this. The clerk asked if they were in recess. Sandy said they were basically in session, Clark just left the room. Ryan asked if someone was going to type something out for him. John said Clark went out to get security. Sandy said honestly I feel you have been harassed today. Ryan said he felt that like I said since that incident I know you two had nothing to do with that take the pressure you might disagree with me that’s just how I felt. John said I could tell you the newspaper just called me  and wanted to know and I said I know nothing is was discussed last week and Sandy said we need to do the evaluations and those were going to be set up, I said that’s all I can tell you. Ryan said before I leave I want to tell both of you that I have nothing but the utmost respect and I appreciate the opportunity and I am sorry that I had to go this way. John said he was sorry it didn’t work out. Ryan said he would also tell them in the future if there was anything I or my family can do for your family we would be more than happy to oblige and you will both have a friend in me for the duration. Sandy stated I just wish you hadn’t resigned it would have came to a vote. Ryan stated to Sandy he doesn’t want to be here. Sandy said she knew. Ryan said that to his extent as much as you want I will help whoever, cause there are a few things need done through the general fund especially that one project I can or have Sonja while she writes it I can write the text, I will much as anyone needs because I was the lead person of all those projects obviously and two or three of them are time sensitive and they really need to be followed through. For the counties sake and I will help to whatever degree you need me to or want me too for that matter. For the record Clark came back into the room. Sandy said are we sitting here for a reason. Ryan said I think we’re waiting for a paper for me to sign. Clark asked the clerk to type something up for Ryan to sign. John asked if they had any other business. Clark said they were waiting for the clerk to come back. Sandy stated the recorder is on. Clark said he didn’t have anything else and did anyone else have anything. John said he didn’t. Ryan said it was his mom’s birthday today and this will be a good present for her. Sandy asked John if he had heard from Karen wondering how she was. John said he will call her. Ryan said he was sorry. Sandy said she is not done yet. Sandy stated she would have to disagree with this 100% because on here it says that I, Ryan Berry do resign as Hocking County EMA Director on February 26, 2013, 12:00PM on my own accord, he was harassed. Clark said no he wasn’t. Sandy said he was badgered into resigning, he shouldn’t have resigned it should’ve been brought to a vote and everyone should have voted on it. Clark said to Sandy that Ryan chose not to do that and that’s his right. Sandy said that is right after you pestered him to death. Clark stated he needed a motion to accept Ryan’s resignation. 
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to accept Ryan Berry’s resignation.

Sandy stated she would not second it that she meant she would not vote on it because I will not accept his resignation.

Clark said we thank you for what you have done Ryan and if you will just clean your desk out over there and get what’s your personal and leave your keys with Sonja. Sandy stated oh he’s being nice now. Ryan stated yeah he is. Ryan stated he’ll have a little party with his cronies. Clark said yeah I think I will, I think I’ll go have a cold one. Ryan said probably. Clark said yeah and if we see each other on the street we’ll just say hi to each other. Ryan said (inaudible) Sandy said just calm down over here quit your harassment. Ryan stated (inaudible) Clark said yeah I’ll take that as a threat really. Ryan said (inaudible) Sandy stated will you calm him down. John stated he moves to adjourn.
