CDBG PUBLIC HEARING #1: Athens, Hocking, Perry Community Action group held the Public Hearing #1 for Community Development Block Grant Programs. The meeting was opened by Glen Crippen. The overview of programs to be discussed: CDBG Program, CHIP, Home Investment Partnership Program, Ohio Housing Trust Fund, Residential Public Infrastructure Grant Program, Allocation Program, Neighborhood Revitalization Program, and Discretionary Targets of Opportunity. Glen Crippen presented an application on how to apply for assistance.

Individuals attending Public Hearing were: County Residents- Jamie Riggs, Bill Kaeppner, Cindy Kasler, Teresa Downs, Jennifer Hiles-Tea Party Representative, Steven Collins, Deb Tobin- Logan Daily News, and David Couch-DD Superintendent.

MOVING OHIO FORWARD: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to authorize President Cark Sheets to sign the Ohio Moving Forward Agreement.    
Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

DD MARCH AWARENESS: David Couch from DD gave a presentation for the DD Awareness Month. President Clark Sheets read the Proclamation.

Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to make a proclamation proclaiming March, 2013 as DD Awareness Month.   
Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

DEB TOBIN-LOGAN DAILY NEWS: Deb Tobin from the Logan Daily News stated she had questions regarding Ryan Berry resignation. Deb stated that this is not a personal attack or a rally for Ryan Berry. Deb asked if all three Commissioners aware of what was transpiring during Tuesdays’ meeting asking Ryan to resign or be dismissed. Clark stated it was discussed in executive session. Deb stated so all three of you knew it. Clark said yes. Deb stated that she understood that is was not an evaluation but a reprimand is that true. Clark stated that is was a pre-disciplinary hearing which he was notified. Sandy said she could answer more to that, when she received her paperwork it had thirteen names on it that we were going to have evaluations the first twelve were evaluations then a paper was passed down to her that talked about a pre-disciplinary hearing that’s when she found out about it, so her question was this, when did he know about it. Sandy asked the clerk that when she contacted him did he think he was coming over here for an evaluation. The clerk stated no that she had emailed Ryan the day before. Sandy said the day before that it was a pre-disciplinary hearing. The clerk stated he got the letter. Someone stated to Sandy that she didn’t know. Sandy said she didn’t know till it was passed down to her. Deb said so if you didn’t know until that day. Sandy said the day he came in. Deb said Ryan knew it before and the clerk emailed it to him the day before. Clark said he asked for the pre-disciplinary. Deb stated you yourself. Clark stated I gave it to him the day he came in it was never discussed before hand that he asked for it himself. Deb asked if that is a violation of the sunshine law. Clark said he did not talk to anyone of them. Deb sated you didn’t talk to either of them. John said personally his feelings are Mr. Berry resigned his position as EMA Director and we need to move on with county business. Deb said as a reporter she is getting questions asked of her and she thinks she has the right to ask. Clark and John both said that they understood that. Deb stated to John this is not a personal attack. Clark stated that any one of us can ask for a pre-discipline hearing but it has to be in executive session to discuss with the personnel we bring in for that, we can’t do it in open session. Sandy said you don’t think you should have told John and I that you did that and he was coming in for that. Clark said he was not going to comment on that. Sandy said okay. Deb said this question is for Clark, do you think it was professional of you to make the statement of having a cold one and you would see him on the street. Clark stated no, he threatened me, if you go back and listen to the tape there are portions of it where papers are rattled and you can’t hear, but he brought it to my attention first I see you on the street someday Mr. Sheets, how would you take that and he belittled me back and forth when we were in executive session it is very unprofessional when you go before your employer I felt. Deb said you guys knew when you hired Ryan that you knew he didn’t have a degree, he told me and I think Sandy brought out and I didn’t ask about it that during his interview that he told all three of you he did not graduate from Capital but he attended classes for his bachelors in political science but he didn’t complete them he went to Europe to play football. Clark stated he did not remember that and also I asked him about his article that was written by Michele Hawk in the paper if you go back and read that it states in that article he has a degree. Deb said when I talked to him he brought that up, because I didn’t know about that article until Ryan brought it up and he said he didn’t go back and have her retract it because he wanted to keep a good report with the newspaper plus he didn’t think it was that important because he had already told you guys that he didn’t have a degree and he said she just assumed he did when he told her he attended. Clark said if you, I am just asking for your opinion when someone gives you a résumé that they are applying for a job and it states on the résumé going down through education and the qualifications you have that the first one on there is the last education you have correct. Deb said right. Clark continued and it has a BS with major in Political Science and a minor in Communications how would you interpret it. Deb said well he didn’t say he graduated though and he didn’t say he had a degree. Clark said I don’t remember that but it is on his résumé. Deb said but it is not marked there that he has a degree I would take that is what he is majoring in. Deb stated she went to Saddleback College in California and I majored in Psychology. Clark said you majored but you didn’t put a BS on. Deb interrupted saying she did not graduate that she was going for was a bachelors but she didn’t graduate she dropped out because it was too hard; she went to O.U. and majored in Social Work. Clark said we have our own opinions. Deb said one of the issues was he did not have all his training in place NIS, PDS that you guys, I have the paper work where you signed it that he had till February 5th to complete. Clark said he didn’t sign that. Deb said someone signed it. Clark said he voted against it. Deb said well he had till February 5th and he had it done on the 4th is what he told me. Clark said he thought he was to have it done on the 4th. Deb said if he had it done on time is the question. John said he did not have them in on time. Clark said he did not present those to us till last Tuesday. Deb said but if he had it. Clark said he did not present it to us till last Tuesday. Deb asked if it could have been handled a little more delicately then the way it was, I mean I know there was a lot of bantering back and forth on both sides. Clark said (inaudible). Deb asked where the complaints were coming from. Clark said he did not want his named mention and I’m not going to divulge that source. Deb asked if they thought it was really necessary to have him escorted out of here with two deputies. Clark stated he did not want him going out of here and badgering Sonja over to the office. Deb stated do you really think he would. Clark said yes I do. Deb stated that she was over two days one day interviewing him for what I had already heard because I’ve been getting anonymous phone calls saying I need to check him out so I called him up and said this is what I want to do, he invited me over there, I did not see anything between those two that would make me think that Ryan would do anything. Clark stated he felt differently. Deb do you think you are representing the residents of Hocking County to the best of your ability right now. Sandy stated I can say I represent the County in the best of my ability.  Clark said I do also. John said I do too, that is why I accepted his resignation so we can move on with county business. Deb asked for a copy of his evaluation. Clark stated they did not do an evaluation. Deb said you did not do an evaluation. Clark stated no, we did not get to that. Deb stated she is not here to make enemies. Clark said he understood that. Deb said she just had a lot of people ask me all these questions you know why the prosecutor wasn’t notified that this was happening is that a process you guys do. Clark said his feeling on that was that the prosecutor’s husband also applied for this same position. Sandy asked what that had to do with this. Clark said he felt it was somewhat of a conflict so he contacted two different legal firms about this before he presented this to the other Commissioners. Sandy are we going to get a bill for that. Clark said no. Deb asked if they had someone in mind for the position. Clark said no. Deb asked if they are going to advertise for it. Clark said we are going to advertise today. Sandy stated she has a suggestion maybe they could ask Marjorie Davis to do that since she is the safety director. Deb asked if they new what was going to happen with the CERT, we got a letter to the editor this morning from Danny Horn who is really upset as far as the CERT program he is done. Clark said that is his choice. Deb do you think it’s going to hurt it. Clark stated we are going to appoint Sonja as interim director later in our meeting because we have to have that notification to the State that someone had to be the contact person. Sandy asked who decided who was going to appoint her was we going to discuss it later. Clark stated yes, he asked her if she would. 

County resident Jennifer Hiles directed a comment to John Walker about when we were discussing the building situation for the county I noticed that you were using the term moving on for county business. From a public person perspective I do believe what just took place here was county business, I think that County Commissioners have a public trust, I believe that when members of the public are here to ask questions that the County Commissioners should answer as best they can I understand there is some things discussed in executive session personnel issues cannot be always made public, but as best as possible and I do mean that with respect and I consider that as county business. John said I just feel that this was blown completely out of proportion. 

County resident Jamie Riggs asked if there was an exact procedure on record in your employment manual that you have to follow when this happens. Clark stated a pre-disciplinary hearing has to be presented. Jamie said she took that all that was followed. Clark stated yes. Deb asked when a pre-disciplinary happens do you have to necessarily dismiss that person or ask for their resignation can’t you just reprimand them. Clark said yes. Deb asked why that didn’t happen in this case. Clark stated it was stated in the letter that was sent to him.

MISTY CASTO-BUCKEYE HILLS: Misty Casto from Buckeye Hills Area of Aging gave an update on how the membership dues are spent for Hocking County. Misty stated that the dues are based at .10 cents per head and in Hocking County and last year Hocking County paid $2,220.80 in membership dues and $806.00 was used for services throughout the county by our organization.
