DISCUSSION: Clark stated at the meeting yesterday we voted to increase the per diem to $58.00 per day effective April 1st for all members in the jail. The solution will be reviewed at the end of each quarter to see where we are financially, whether we need to adjust it back down. Clark stated we adopted that through the rest of the year. 

Clark stated at the SCOJFS meeting yesterday everything seems to be doing well.
Sandy stated she brought back the signed copy of the contract from the Solid Waste meeting yesterday. At the meeting on Monday they are going to have something put together that explains the profit and non-profit. They’re trying to make it all non-profit. Sandy stated House Bill # 592 if it goes through there will only be 8 districts in the state. Clark stated possibly 8.
Sandy stated when Judge Moses made his request about shredding his records because they are all moved out over there, and asked John if he had came up with anything that he was checking on. John stated not on the electronics.
Clark stated I talked to Lanny about the date of his sale and he said he would like it sometime in May. He is going to get with Audie and schedule a date.

John stated in regards to what Bill was talking about Tuesday, I talked to Audie regarding the Regional Planning Commission and he is going to do some more research in the surrounding counties and try to come up with an answer or a solution to it.

Bill Kaeppner said when Sandy mentioned about going with 8 trash districts, it may throw everything we’ve done for the last ten years out the window. Clark said we don’t know yet.
JESSIE POWERS – HAPCAP: Jessie Powers from HAPCAP presented to the Commissioners quotes for title searches and asbestos surveys for Moving Ohio Forward and stated that they would like to do contract negotiations with Industrial Insulation Specialist, Inc for the Asbestos Surveys and Schnittke & Smith, Attorneys at Law for the Title Searches. Jessie stated they have all the property owners consent.
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to enter into contract negotiations with Industrial Insulation Specialist Inc for asbestos surveys and Schnittke & Smith, Attorneys at Law for title searches.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

MARJORIE DAVIS – SAFETY DIRECTOR: Marjorie Davis Safety Director presented to the Commissioners a list of the building inspections findings and recommendations.  Marjorie said there is a Safety Day Training scheduled on Wednesday September 25th morning and afternoon and on Thursday October 3rd in the morning. She said there is a meeting scheduled Thursday April 4th for Brian Wyskiver, Kathy Bennington, Dave Beck and Kevin Loudin for electrical and lockout tagout.

BILL KAEPPNER: County resident Bill Kaeppner talked about the regional planning meeting that it should be advertised. Bill stated that the CIC was asking for money from different agents, City of Logan and the Commissioners. CIC was not set up according to the law. Bill said they are having a meeting April 4th to reorganize because they weren’t set up legal. John said I will look into it. Bill said that he heard that one of the Commissioners was talking about buying the PNC Bank building. Clark stated that it is not me and you can take me off the list.
DAVE PRITCHARD: Salt Creek Township Trustee Dave Pritchard and residents of Salt Creek Township, Larry & Luanne Guffey, Jeff & Donna Danner, and Bill Stout spoke to the Commissioners asking for their reconsideration to reinstate Ryan Berry as EMA Director. Dave said this is my second appeal to have Ryan Berry reinstated as the EMA Director. Dave stated Ryan did a good job when it came to the residents of Salt Creek Township in the flood disaster of 2011. Clark stated that it was his shining star right there, after that everything went down hill and I’m not going to bring issues out, but there was other things that happened after that. Clark stated on your situation down there he did an excellent job. Sandy said this is the first time I’ve heard about a shining star and this means not only on this project in defense of Mr. Berry when we lost electric in the middle of summer and it was like 80 or 90 degree weather. Mr. Berry worked with the Red Cross to set up a shelter for the citizens of the county. He contacted HAPCAP and they provided meals and he contacted Kroger’s & Walmart for food for the weekend. Dave stated that he thought he deserved a second chance. Sandy said we gave other people a second chance. Sandy said she has not had any complaints on Ryan. Berry that he was not doing his job. Luanne Guffey asked John and Clark if they had any calls from their contingents complaining about Mr. Berry. Clark answered yes I have. John stated I just want to say Ryan did an excellent job. John said there were issues and the man resigned, John said he resigned and I moved to accept it. Clark said let’s just bring this out and settle this. Clark stated I was told back in December by a concerned citizen that I needed to look into Ryan Berry’s qualifications. Clark stated he did some research on it, contacted out state lesion Lori Haukedahl, she sat in the interview process with us, she said I will give you the last quarterly report that he sends to the State on the qualifications he has. Clark stated he had only two of the qualifications he needed that he said he had in the interview process, the other ones he did not have. Our assistant over there has all these qualifications plus other training qualifications, she had those listed on there that you have to report to the State, and Ryan did not have those. Clark said so we brought him in and asked him about it and he says I can have that stuff tomorrow. His exact words were I know that stuff forward and backwards he told us in executive session. Clark said the other two commissioners agreed to give him a chance to get those; I did not because I felt his misrepresentation in the interview process. Clark stated we could have picked anyone in the interview process but his stood out because he said he had those qualifications and training and Lori Haukedahl was even impressed that he had those and her recommendation was that we should hire him because he has all this already and that is what we did and come to find out later that he does not have those. And it affects our grant recipient on whether you’re qualified; you have that training to get grants. Based on that he has been with us two years and he did not have these qualifications. If someone hadn’t brought it to my attention how long would it have been before he got any of these. John stated the determining time was when we came out of executive session and there was discussion; Ryan looked at Commissioner Sheets and said I’ll see you on the street and after he said that I felt in the best interest of the county and the workings of the county was to accept his resignation. Sandy stated it said on his resume that he studied all of those classes, done them all just not printed out the certificate. Sandy said on his resume it did not say he graduated from anything. 
EMA DIRECTOR MOTION – RYAN BERRY: Motion by Sandy Ogle to reinstated Ryan Berry as the EMA Director for Hocking County. Motion dies for lack of second.
DISCUSSION: John stated Kathy Dillon called about the Small Counties Conference on April 24th and wanted to know if any of us are going. Sandy said are you going to go. John said he is planning on it. John said he would call her back and tell her all three are planning to be there, it’s at the CCAO.  Correction to minutes: The date is the 23rd and because it is a meeting day John will not be attending the Small County Conference.
Clark said going to the annex will be postponed until next Tuesday’s meeting.

ADJOURNMENT: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to adjourn the meeting.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
