MONTHLY REPORTS: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to accept the 911 and Hocking County Sewer District Reports for the month of March, 2013.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

DISCUSSION:  Sandy stated she attended the Logan Town Center Meeting and there was discussion about the arts and crafts people who would like to have a building to display their items, and the Senior Center is having a Chinese Auction for their Capital Campaign. Clark stated Thursday night there is a Soil and Water meeting. John stated they need to look at the Sewer Assistant résumés. Sandy said she is going to call Glenn Crippen from HAPCAP and discuss the sewer project down at Haydenville regarding the grant that she hated that the Commissioners award that to themselves because there are other agencies that need it too and she would check with him to see if there are other grants that they can apply for.
John said Regional Planner Audie Wykle is researching and the involvement having the contractors on a registry list.

PALMER ENERGY: Bill Bradish of Palmer Energy spoke to the Commissioners regarding the Marion Township electric aggregation that going with Dayton Power Light they would save 20% for those who are not in a third party.

Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Master Agreement to Provide Services to an Aggregated Group (Marion Township) between The Board of Hocking County Commissioners and DPL Energy Resources, Inc.   Vote: Walker, yea Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
LIQUOR PERMIT-EDIBLE APPALACHIA: The Commissioners received a Notice to Legislative Authority Form from the Ohio Division of Liquor Control on behalf of Edible Appalachia LLC requesting a Liquor Permit in Benton Township. John stated it should be postponed till they talk to the Benton Township Trustees.

DAVE PRITCHARD: Dave Pritchard of Salt Creek Township spoke to the Commissioners requesting they give Ryan Berry a seconded chance and reinstate Ryan Berry as the EMA Director. Dave asked Commissioner Ogle if she still held the same position as she did in the past and like to see Ryan be reinstated. Sandy stated that he should have a seconded chance because other people have had seconded chances. Dave said that he felt that Ryan should have a seconded chance and he had called Mr. Berry about saying I would see you on the streets and he denied it and it came from another source. Sandy stated she needed to clarify that when she stated Mr. Berry should have a seconded chance she didn’t feel that he did anything wrong so using the word second chance might not be the word to use. Dave continued and said that what he would like to see happen is the other two Commissioners back Commissioner Ogle in this decision at this time and instance and there be no repercussions on it. Gary Chesser Fiscal Officer of Starr Township stated that he felt that John and Clark should stick to their guns because upon the first article that was in the paper and these article seem to be bias in favor of Mr. Berry and that could be because there is little said in opposition but in the first courses he was suppose to take were finished with the same date and there is something wrong with that and there was another course the day before the dead line, it appears that you are had problems and you took care of them and you need to do that when you have an employee that doesn’t do what you want him to do. Gary continued stating that in Starr Township we had problems with high winds and a lot of us were without power for a week and a lot of road cleanup to do, there was no meeting at the EMA Office and if you want to call any of the three trustees in Starr Township and ask them if there was a problem they can verify it and ask what kind of training they got and what kind of contact they with the EMA Office they are going to tell you none. Gary said he had contact with FEMA, and we did get it done. Gary said he did need a DUNS number and I called Mr. Berry about the DUNS number and what he got back from him was a letter stating that he needed a DUNS number. Gary said he came up to Ryan’s office and he wasn’t there but Sonja Miller his assistant got it for him. Gary stated what you guys need to do is get somebody in here to get this position filled so there won’t be a position to call him back too. Dave stated that is why he is here we need to get this job done and keep Mr. Berry as director. Dave stated in 2011 Mr. Berry helped Salt Creek and never fumbled the ball once. Clark stated he appreciated the comments but it was time to move on. Dave stated he felt they ought to back Sandy on this issue and reinstated Mr. Berry. John stated his position remains the same. Sandy stated her position remains the same too.
