Coroner Dr. Dave Cummin and CNP Stacy Sams, Coroner Investigator, presented the Commissioners with
charts and graphs, demonstrating the increase of deaths over the year. Prosecutor Ryan Black was present
and commented on how important autopsies are while prosecuting drug dealers for an OD. Dr. Cummin
commented that the Prosecutor and him working together is trying to make this community a safer place. Dr.
Cummin continued commenting his budget has not allowed for any increase in pay since 2014, and he needs
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more people - giving examples about how response times when out on calls are lengthy, and sometimes two
calls happen at the same time or after one another. Cummin asked about mileage, and no line item
appropriation allowable expense for his budget. Commissioner Ogle replied that she would talk to Kenny -
Auditor Ken Wilson - about establishing a line item for travel reimbursement, and that Dr. Cummin has not
submitted a budget. The only increase that was given to his budget was the Coroner’s salary and PERS, per
the state.

Sue Morgan commented that she has attended about 98% of the meetings over the past several years, and
she is not dogging Dr. Cummin, but she has not heard him ask for more money. Stacy Sams replied that she
attended a meeting asking for an increase, and submitted a request two meetings ago for an additional
money.

Commissioner Dickerson provided Mr. Horn an update on the situation, responding
that the fire hydrant had a safety turn off valve that was turned on and the fire department trying to access
that hydrant was not aware of the safety turn off. Mr. Horn provided the Commissioners with ORC.

Kay Wilson provided the Commissioners with Historical Society paperwork in relation to the old jail building
beside the Courthouse, including a letter from the Historical Society stating they have no authority to stop the
demolition of the building.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Sue Morgan asked about the auction of the 595 property. She attended a meeting where there was
discussion on proper procedure and price, then at today’s meeting it was mentioned that it was sold in
auction. Commissioner Ogle responded to Mrs. Morgan that legal counsel conducted the auction, no
appraisal was needed, and the asking price for starting bid was $145,000.00. Commissioner Ogle added that
the $5,000.00 down payment was paid, and the remaining balance needed to be paid within a certain
amount of days, or the buyer could ask for an extension. Mrs. Morgan expressed concern on the selling
price, and no appraisal. Commissioner Ogle expressed to Mrs. Morgan that the Assistant Prosecutor and
Board of DD Director Jill Squires kept contact and decided details. Commissioner Dickerson added that it
was also a thought about who currently leases the building - their businesses that run out of the building, and
the renovations that they have already done, and more they plan to do.

Sue Morgan asks about the letter of release from probationary employment, asking when that was discussed
and who prepared the letter. Commissioner Dickerson expressed his frustrations on accusations of violating
sunshine law. Dickerson added that the topic was previously discussed, and questions Mrs. Morgan’s
motives and her meeting attendance. Dickerson additionally adds that he is not pleased about all these
accusations of a “back door deal”. Jessica Dicken adds, after being reminded to state her name, that
Commissioner Dickerson’s statement was directed towards her and she was not accusing the board, or
anyone in particular that is currently sitting on the board of back door deals.

Commissioner Ogle adds that nobody should be arguing at this point, and encourages all to move on to the
next topic.

Jessica Dicken addresses the Commissioners with a request to close the fair grounds for an additional day,
for a second round of rodent control. There is potential trouble, and a second day to close the grounds is
necessary before more havoc is done to the grounds, and for the safety of people and pets.

Motion by Sandra Ogle and seconded by Jeff Dickerson to close the fair grounds from dawn to dusk this
Sunday.
