COUNTY WIDE ROAD REDUCTION: Motion by Clark Sheets and seconded by John Walker to approve the legal road limit to be reduced by 50% on All county roads, with the exception of CR #33A, Chieftain Drive, CR #33B, Hocking Drive and CR #25, Haydenville Road, in Accordance with Section 5577 of the Ohio Revised Code. This load limit reduction will be effective February 1, 2011 and will remain in effect until April 30, 2011, unless road conditions warrant lifting the restriction earlier upon the recommendation of William Shaw, Hocking County Engineer.
