ODNR-ODOT- 664S REALIGNMENT DISCUSSION: Steve Williams Deputy Director and Debbie Fout from ODOT, Chris Grupenhof from ODNR and Representative Bill Hayes attended the Commissioners meeting to discuss the state route 664 South realignment and the 664/33 access. Steve stated he felt there are miscommunications with what is happening in Hocking County with the 664South realignment at Old Man’s Cave. The funds from Friends of Hocking Hills State Parks and ODNR that totaled one point five million that boosted the project as well as support from the Hocking College. Chris stated that the concern that ODNR is to keep the caves as natural as possible and expand the visitors Center, the key is to separate the State Park from 664 State Road. Debbie said that safety is their number one concern and this project is a win/win. Over two million people visit the caves every year and there are several near misses on 664. What ODOT told ODNR is that we are not going to spend our money to look at this and you have to pay for us to hire someone to look at this issue and they did- the Friends of Hocking Hills and ODNR which got the project Commissioner Sandy Ogle asked how much will this project cost and was told the cost at this time is four million three hundred thousand. Chris stated that a walk bridge would not address the environmental issues and is not ADA compliant and not cost effective.
Steve talked about the 664/33 interchange is scheduled to be started July 2012 and is funded 100% by ODOT money. We can expect to spend between 3.4. and 3.5 million dollars in that interchange. Plans are to widen the bridge to three or four lanes, there might be some traffic signals, and we are looking at different alternatives. The money is there and committed to this job. The 664 realignments contract is to be sold April 2011 and is scheduled to start July 2011.
County resident Bill Kaeppner asked why the Park project was put before the 664/33 exchange when there have been fatalities and many accidents on that exchange and none at the park. Debbie stated that the 664/33 exchange did not lag behind, however because of donated funds it pushed the Cave’s project ahead of schedule. Representative Bill Hayes said he is aware of the issue, and is interested in the counties projects. Sandy thanked everyone for coming and explaining and answering questions regarding the 664/ 33 exchange and the Old Man’s Cave realignment projects.
