DISCUSSION: John stated the x-ray equipment that is blocking the Recorders Office door need to be removed. Sandy said she would talk to the Sheriff’s Department.
SANITATION DEPT.-PART TIME HELP: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Clark Sheets to send a notification to the Jobs and Family Services in regards to an opening for a seasonal part time position in the Sanitation Dept.

DISCUSSION: Clark said that the Washington Ave Project had started on April 27, 2011 and the Brickyard Asbestos Abatement should be starting within the next week followed by the demolition.

John said that he had talked to Karen Raymore regarding Senate Bill 105 and House Bill 133 that involves drilling on State Park land and told her he had spoke to Senator Hacker. John said that a clearer understanding is needed on the issue of which parts of the state owned property the Bill is declaring eligible to be drilled.
WEST SCHOOL - JOE TANSKY: Resident Joe Tansky spoke to the Commissioners regarding the West School and would like the school to be used a Township Grange. He stated that he had tried to purchase the building for $67,000.00 and the School District would not sell it to him and now they are taking bids for demolition. John stated that the school owns the property. Joe continued to say that the taxes are around $7,000.00 and that is too high for the property. Clark said that there is really nothing the Commissioners can do, that the Auditor bases the price on the real-estate and you would have to file an appeal regarding the taxes. John said that he thought Danny Devol had bought the property. Joe said that he backed out and did not buy it. Joe said that he wasn’t sure that the school had the authority to sell the property because the land was donated for school or church use and the county tax payers paid for the building. John stated it is the schools decision. Sandy said that maybe the school would donate the building for a grange and did he ask. Joe asked if the Commissioners could shift the property to a grange. John stated that the upkeep may be a hardship for the township. Sandy asked if he had talked to anyone at the current grange and Joe said he had not. John said that it is out of our hands and beyond our control. Sandy stated we appreciate you coming in and discussing the issue and John said we appreciate different opinions.
