EMA DIRECTOR RYAN BERRY: EMA Director Ryan Berry gave an update regarding the south western Hocking County flood victims. Ryan stated that a Process Recovery Project Committee has been developed to support the victims of the disaster. Pastor Tom Gates and Pastor Larry Hoffman are the co-chairs of the committee. Assessments are being made for the damaged property and the needs for each applicant of S.W. Hocking County. Habitat for Humanity has donated a $1000.00 for the project and the Hocking County Health Department said that septic system loans may be available. VO-ADD a faith based organization may assist the residents in need. Area church camps have offered crews to clean up the area and the Salvation Army has donated cleaning kits. Ryan said he was pleased with the quick response from the county to assist the residents of S.W. Hocking County. John stated that he commends Ryan for his organization and quick response to the disaster.
