COUNTY RESIDENT IRENE HAYES: County resident Irene Hayes spoke to the Commissioners regarding a vacant lot next to her property. Irene stated the lady who owned the trailer has passed on and family members have stripped the trailer of its metal, the grass is overgrown and throughout the lot there is debris. She said she had gone to the Township Trustees and was told they do not have the money to clean up the mess. Commissioner Sheets stated that she needs to file an official nuisance complaint in letter form to the trustees and they will have to act upon the complaint. Irene stated that one of the trustee’s property is next to the same property and he has spoken to the Hocking County Health Department regarding the issue but has gotten no response. Commissioners Sheets informed Irene that once you file a nuisance complaint the burden falls on the trustees. Commissioner Walker suggested that she contact the County Prosecutor. Commissioner Ogle suggested that she call the Hocking County Health Department and talk to Doug Fisher and she too will call them.
