DISCUSSION - KEN WILSON-PERFECTION GROUP: Ken Wilson discussed with the Commissioners the Perfection Group proposal and commented at stage one there may be a consulting fee and eventually the Commissioners would put out a RFP and get bids from various contracting groups. There may be a fee for the consulting and then an additional fee for the contractor. Clark stated that Perfection is also a contractor and it is in their hope to get the bid. Ken suggested contacting other counties that have used Perfection and in addition compare them to other energy saving groups. Ken questioned if there a contract to commit to go forward. John said Perfection had completed a walk through the county facilities. Clark stated that Perfection gave a report recommending several items that need to be done that would be a cost savings for us. John said that the way he sees it, we will have to come up with the money up front for the cost of the advertisement of the bids for the RFP. County resident Bill Kaeppner asked if the City of Logan had used Perfection Group. Clark stated that they had. Clark also stated the city had to borrow money up front to do the projects and that’s where we are at, on how we are going about doing that Clark also commented that they guarantee savings, if not they write us a check. The question is do we borrow the money or can we take it out of somewhere? Ken stated that it would depend on the size of the project. I would suggest getting more than one company to do an assessment. John stated that the check valves need to be replaced on many radiators and that would help the efficiency; in addition some pipe work needs to be done at the boiler. Clark stated that we are just in the talking stage, nothing has been decided. Ken noted that we are not in a position to say we have a reserve set up to entertain a huge project; so we would have to borrow money. John stated that it concerns him to borrow money right now.
