TONI LAWRENCE –COUNTY RESIDENT: County resident Toni Lawrence spoke to the Commissioners regarding her grandson who was bitten by a neighbor’s dog on a weekend. She stated that she had tried to contact the Dog Warden and he was not available and then she had contacted the Sheriff’s Department and was told they would not respond. She said that they had taken the child to the emergency room and he was treated. Since that time she contacted the Health Department and they had sent someone to investigate the issue and she was told the dog would be quarantined for ten days. She also stated that she had talked to Commissioner Ogle regarding the policies of dog bites and needed more answers. Toni asked what the Dog Warden is going to do and what is the practice of the Dog Warden when he receives a call of a dog bite not to show up at the residence. Sandy stated that this happened on a weekend and the Dog Warden was on vacation. Toni said yes, and they took the child to the hospital and they contacted the Health Department and they took it from there. Toni commented that she was told by the Health Department that it was the Sheriff’s Departments responsibility and they did not respond and she wanted answers why they did not come down to do a report. Toni continued and said that the Dog Warden said there has to be a report in order for him to do anything. Sandy said that the Health Department has it on report. Toni stated that it’s the law that dogs must be vaccinated. Dog Warden Don Kiger stated no, after the dog comes out of quarantine the Health Department requires the dogs to be vaccinated for rabies; there is no Ohio Revised Code stating dogs have to be vaccinated for rabies. It is the Health Departments policy to have dogs vaccinated after quarantine. That the American Veterinarian Association has lobbied and has been unsuccessful in getting laws passed for vaccinations. Toni said that the Health Department had told her that the dog owner had been ordered to get the rabies vaccine by a veterinarian after the dog comes out of quarantine. Toni also said she thought the quarantine should be handled by someone else other than the owner. Sandy stated that according to the ORC 995.26 the owner shall quarantine the dog. Don stated that the shelter only has 14 kennels and could not handle the additional quarantines. Sandy thanked Toni for expressing her concerns and Don told Toni if she had any question feel free to contact him and he gave her his card with contact information.
