JUDGE PAULINE O’NEILL: Municipal Judge Pauline O’Neill informed the Commissioners that a motion has been made by attorneys regarding several defendants that will need to be evaluated to see if they are competent to stand trail. Judge O’Neill stated that she has contacted former Franklin Municipal Judge Terri Liston regarding this motion and was told that this is a growing trend because many patients from mental institutions are being discharged earlier. John asked how many cases are there. Judge O’Neill replied that currently there are five and the anticipated cost may be $5,000.00 but some of the cost may be reduced by eliminating some of the tests. She also commented that the Municipal Department does not have a line item for this expense, however next year she will set up the line item for the budget.

Judge O’Neill also stated that the Municipal Department is in need of a new copier. Clark requested that she get pricing for both new and a reconditioned one. Judge O’Neill said that she would. Sandy stated that she should get pricing on the warranty for both new and used. Judge O’Neill said that she also will get the pricing on the service contracts.

Mr. Hart said that was probably true, but the whole ramp may not need replaced but only a partial of it to make it easier to turn scooters that are used today. Sandy thanked him for informing the Commissioners.
