Judge O’Neill stated that with the packaged deal that each department will get a better price per copier. However there will be only one statement sent from the company and Kyle Walker from Municipal Ct. has agreed to read each meter and submit the count and when the statement is received he will separate the costs and send them to participating departments. Sharon said that her 4D contracts will pay for 97% of their copier but reimbursement to the general fund will be over a seven year span. Judge O’Neill stated, as she understands there is no money in their budget to pay for a new copier. Jean said that Judge Waller stated their copier will be paid from special funds. Ken said they will be buying the Clerk of Courts old copier and they have funds to purchase the copier. Clark stated that the timing to buy the copiers is not right but the proposal is good and feels they should be purchased. John asked why the Clerk of Courts copier is a different price as it is the same copier as the others. Kyle Walker phoned Document Solutions and Representative Heather stated on speaker phone that because the Clerk of Courts already has a Leneer copier; they cannot give the same price incentive that they gave the others because they have Cannon’s changing to Leneer. John suggested that to postpone the decision until Tuesday, November 1, 2011.
