NATE JESTER- SOUTHERN DISTRICT FOREST MANAGER:  Southern District Manager Nate Jester introduced himself to the Commissioners and gave an update of the timber harvest for Hocking County. Nate stated that each year the division of forestry distributes the stumpage proceeds to the local governments.  This year we had some forests timber in the Hocking forests and the revenue this year was almost $81,000.00 which is split between the county, townships and the school districts. The changes that have occurred are that Bob Boils is our new chief and we have a new director. Historically the division of forestry has kept 40% - 50% of the gross as cost for administration and the setting up of the timber sales. The new administration has change the percentage to 14.9% that will increase the net that will be distributed locally. Part of the timber revenue will go into the general fund that will go to pay fire departments.

I know I have told Jane if there is a problem over at the Records Department to come over here and work and Randy can go over to the Planning Office. Marjorie stated that when she was finished with the safety training on Tuesday, she happened to check on the Records Department and Jane was huffing and puffing due to the wetness in the air and fumes, I told her to go ahead and go home. John stated that like he had said instead of sending them home send them to the different offices.

PUBLIC COMMENT: County Resident Mike Nihiser spoke to the Commissioners regarding the results from the election and the 317 Board-Tri County Mental Health, the people of Hocking County voted that down, now if I understand the paper correctly over the next ten years the people of Hocking County will pay a tax of five million dollars even though the people voted no; because of the overwhelming yes vote of Athens County. Vinton and Hocking County voted no. The basic concept of Hocking County is we’re going to pay property tax that we voted no on. It comes down to paying tax without representation. So my question to you is how do we get out of the Tri County deal? Sandy stated to be honest with you I don’t know how. Mike said the commissioners probably voted to put us in there back years ago. Sandy stated she would have to look into it. If a petition is what we need I’ll get one started but if all it takes is a vote from you Commissioners I’ll get people to come here and talk to you. Sandy stated that she would be seeing Mr. Dunlap next Tuesday and she would ask him his questions.

Roger stated that the steam traps and valves need to be replaced and an approximate cost would be $90.00 per valve but really could give a figure. Sandy stated it needs to be done right. Clark stated the costs most likely would be $4000.00 plus the labor. Sandy stated that a written estimate is needed.
