PUBLIC HEARING – ROBERT SMITH J&FS DIRECTOR: The Commissioners held a Public Hearing regarding the rehiring of Robert Smith as the interim J&FS Director effective January 1, 2012. All three Commissioners, reporter LDN Rochelle Hawk, county resident Bill Kaeppner, were present.

Discussion: John stated that due to the fact that there will be three counties combined – Ross, Vinton and Hocking into one central Jobs and Family Services by June 30, 2012 it will be beneficial to rehire Robert Smith as the interim director as he has 37 years of experience-25 within Hocking County in the Department of Jobs and Family Services. John also said that department handles seven million dollars a year in addition to Medicare, Medicaid and Children Services. He also stated the county needs Robert’s expertise in making sure Hocking County will get their fair share and the county not to be overlooked. Clark stated that things must be done the proper way for the county to continue to meet its needs. Sandy thanked Robert for staying on and agreed this will benefit the County. Rochelle asked who will be the new director of the three county J&FS. John said since both Hocking and Ross Counties Directors were retiring and that the Director of Vinton County would likely be the three county Director. Clark stated this is a pilot program the first in the state and is being watched by the Senate and House.
